Q: Why did | receive only a Notice of Internet Availability?

A: As permitted by the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “ SEC”), Sabrais furnishing to stockholdersits Notice of Annual Meeting, Proxy
Statement and Annual Report for the year ended December 31, 2013 primarily over the Internet. On or about May 2, 2014, we mailed to each of our
stockholders (other than those who previously requested electronic delivery or to whom we are mailing a paper copy of the proxy materials) a
Notice of Internet Availability containing instructions on how to access and review the proxy materials via the Internet and how to submit a proxy
electronically using the Internet. The Notice of Internet Availability also containsinstructions on how to receive, free of charge, paper copies of
the proxy materials. If you received the Notice of Internet Availability, you will not receive a paper copy of the proxy materials unless you request

one.

We believe the delivery options that we have chosen will allow usto provide our stockholders with the proxy materialsthey need, while
lowering the cost of the delivery of the materials and reducing the environmental impact of printing and mailing printed copies.

Whoisentitled to vote at the Annual Meeting?

The record date for the Annual Meeting is April 21, 2014. Stockholders of record of Sabra’s common stock as of the close of business on the
record date are entitled to receive notice of, and to vote at, the Annual Meeting. Holders of Sabra's preferred stock are not entitled to receive
notice of, or to vote at, the Annual Meeting.

What options are availableto meto vote my shares?

Whether you hold shares directly as the stockholder of record or through a bank, broker or other nominee (that is, in “street name”), your shares
may be voted at the Annual Meeting by following any of the voting options available to you below:

You may vote via the Internet.

(1) If youreceived aNotice of Internet Availability by mail, you can submit your proxy or voting instructions over the Internet by following the
instructions provided in the Notice of Internet Availability;

(2)  If youreceived proxy materials by email, you may submit your proxy or voting instructions over the Internet by following the instructions
included in the email; or

(3) If youreceived aprinted set of the proxy materials by mail, including a paper copy of the proxy card or voting instruction form, you may
submit your proxy or voting instructions over the Internet by following the instructions on the proxy card or voting instruction form.

You may vote via the telephone. If you are a stockholder of record, you can submit your proxy by calling the tel ephone number specified on the
paper copy of the proxy card you received if you received a printed set of the proxy materials. Y ou must have the control number that appears on
your proxy card available when submitting your proxy over the telephone. Most stockholders who hold their sharesin street name may submit
voting instructions by calling the telephone number specified on the paper copy of the voting instruction form provided by their bank, broker or
other nominee. Those stockholders should check the voting instruction form for telephone voting availability.

You may vote by mail. If you received a printed set of the proxy materials, you can submit your proxy or voting instructions by completing and
signing the separate proxy card or voting instruction form you received and mailing it in the accompanying prepaid and addressed envel ope.

You may vote in person at the meeting. All stockholders of record may vote in person at the Annual Meeting. Written ballots will be passed out to
anyone who wants to vote at the meeting. However, if you are the beneficial owner of shares held in street name through a bank, broker or other
nominee, you may not vote your shares at the Annual Meeting unless you obtain a*“legal proxy” from the bank, broker or nominee that holds your
shares giving you theright to vote the shares at the Annual Meeting.



Even if you plan to attend the Annual Meeting, we recommend that you submit your proxy or voting instructionsin advance to authorize the
voting of your shares at the Annual Meeting so that your vote will be counted if you later are unable to attend the Annual Meeting.

What isthe deadline for voting my shares?

If you are a stockholder of record, your proxy must be received by telephone or the Internet by 11:59 p.m. Eastern time on June 23, 2014 in order for
your shares to be voted at the Annual Meeting. However, if you are a stockholder of record and you received a copy of the proxy materials by mail,
you may instead mark, sign and date the proxy card you received and return it in the accompanying prepaid and addressed envelope so that it is
received by Sabrabefore the Annual Meeting in order for your sharesto be voted at the Annual Meeting. If you hold your sharesin street name,
please provide your voting instructions by the deadline specified by the bank, broker or other nominee who holds your shares.

Oncel have submitted my proxy, isit possible for meto change or revoke my proxy?

Y es. Any stockholder of record has the power to change or revoke a previously submitted proxy at any time beforeit is voted at the Annual
Meeting by:

esubmitting to our Secretary, before the voting at the Annual Meeting, awritten notice of revocation bearing alater date than the proxy;

sproperly submitting a proxy on alater date prior to the deadlines specified in “—What isthe deadline for voting my shares?” above (only the
|atest proxy submitted by a stockholder by Internet, telephone or mail will be counted); or

«attending the Annual Meeting and voting in person; attendance at the Annual Meeting will not by itself constitute arevocation of aproxy.

For shares held in street name, you may revoke any previous voting instructions by submitting new voting instructions to the bank, broker or
nominee holding your shares by the deadline for voting specified in the voting instructions provided by your bank, broker or nominee.
Alternatively, if your shares are held in street name and you have obtained alegal proxy from the bank, broker or nominee giving you the right to
vote the shares at the Annual Meeting, any previous voting instructions will be revoked, and you may vote by attending the Annual Meeting and
voting in person.

How many sharesaredligibleto vote at the Annual Meeting?

As of the close of business on the record date of April 21, 2014, there were 39,213,151 shares of Sabra common stock outstanding and eligible to
vote at the Annual Meeting. Thereis no other class of voting securities outstanding. Each share of common stock entitlesits holder to one vote at
the Annual Meeting.

How isa quorum determined?

A quorum refersto the number of shares that must be in attendance at an annual meeting of stockholdersto lawfully conduct business. The
representation, in person or by proxy, of holders entitled to cast amajority of all of the votes entitled to be cast at the Annual Meeting constitutes
aquorum at the meeting. Y our shareswill be counted for purposes of determining whether a quorum exists for the Annual Meeting if you returned
asigned and dated proxy card or voting instruction form, if you submitted your proxy or voting instructions by telephone or the Internet, or if you
votein person at the Annual Meeting, even if you abstain from voting on any of the proposals. In addition, if you are a street name holder, your
shares may also be counted for purposes of determining whether aquorum exists for the Annual Meeting even if you do not submit voting
instructionsto your broker. See “—How will votes be counted at the Annual Meeting?” below.

What isrequired to approve each proposal at the Annual Meeting?

Election of Directors (Proposal No. 1). Our Amended and Restated Bylaws (“Bylaws") provide for amajority voting standard for the election of
directors. Under this majority voting standard, once a quorum has been established, each director nominee receiving a majority of the votes cast
with respect to hisor her election (that is, the number of votes cast FOR the nominee exceeds the number of votes cast AGAINST the nominee) will
be elected as adirector. Asrequired by our Bylaws, each



incumbent director has submitted an irrevocable letter of resignation as a director that becomes effectiveif the director is not elected by
stockholders and the Board of Directors accepts the resignation. The majority voting standard does not apply, however, in a contested election
where the number of director nominees exceeds the number of directors to be elected. In such circumstances, directors will instead be elected by a
plurality of the votes cast, meaning that the persons receiving the highest number of FOR votes, up to the total number of directorsto be elected at
the meeting, will be elected. The majority voting standard is discussed further under the section entitled “ Election of Directors (Proposal No. 1)—
Majority Voting Standard.”

The election of directors at the Annual Meeting is not contested. Therefore, in accordance with the majority voting standard, director
nomineeswill be elected at the Annual Meeting by amajority of the votes cast. Stockholders are not permitted to cumulate their sharesfor the
purpose of electing directors.

Other Items (Proposal Nos. 2, 3 and 4). Once a quorum has been established, pursuant to our Bylaws, approval of each of the other items
to be submitted for avote of stockholders at the Annual Meeting requires the affirmative vote of amajority of all of the votes cast on the proposal
at the meeting.

Notwithstanding this vote standard required by our Bylaws, Proposal No. 3 (ratification of the appointment of PwC as our independent
registered public accounting firm for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2014) and Proposal No. 4 (advisory approval of executive officer
compensation) are advisory only and are not binding on Sabra. Our Board of Directors will consider the outcome of the vote on each of these items
in considering what action, if any, should be taken in response to the vote by stockhol ders.

How will votes be counted at the Annual M eeting?

In the election of directors (Proposal No. 1), you may vote FOR, AGAINST or ABSTAIN with respect to each director nominee. For each of the
other proposals (Proposal Nos. 2, 3 and 4), you may vote FOR, AGAINST or ABSTAIN. Abstentions with respect to any proposal at the Annual
Meeting will be counted as present and entitled to vote for purposes of determining the presence of a quorum, but will not be counted as avote
cast on the proposal and therefore will not be counted in determining the outcome of the proposal.

If you hold your sharesin street name through a brokerage account and you do not submit voting instructions to your broker, your
broker may generally vote your sharesin its discretion on routine matters. However, abroker cannot vote shares held in street name on non-
routine matters unless the broker receives voting instructions from the street name holder. The proposal to ratify the appointment of PwC as our
independent registered public accounting firm for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2014 (Proposal No. 3) is considered routine under applicable
rules, while each of the other itemsto be submitted for avote of stockholders at the Annual Meeting is considered non-routine. Accordingly, if
you hold your shares in street name through a brokerage account and you do not submit voting instructions to your broker, your broker may
exerciseits discretion to vote your shares on Proposal No. 3, but will not be permitted to vote your shares on any of the other items at the Annual
Meeting. If your broker exercises this discretion, your shareswill be counted as present for the purpose of determining the presence of a quorum at
the Annual Meeting and will be voted on Proposal No. 3 in the manner directed by your broker, but your shareswill constitute “ broker non-votes”
on each of the other items at the Annual Meeting. Broker non-votes will not be counted as a vote cast with respect to these other items and
therefore will not be counted in determining the outcome of the items.

How will my sharesbevoted if | do not give specific voting instructionsin the proxy or voting instructions| submit?

If you properly submit a proxy or voting instructions but do not indicate your specific voting instructions on one or more of the items listed above
in the notice of meeting, your shares will be voted as recommended by the Board of Directors on those items. See “—How doesthe Board
recommend | vote on theseitems?” above.

How will voting on any other business be conducted?

Although the Board of Directors does not know of any business to be considered at the Annual Meeting other than the items described in this

Proxy Statement, if any other business properly comes before the Annual Meeting, a stockholder’s properly submitted proxy gives authority to the
proxy holders to vote on those mattersin their discretion.



Who will bear the costs of the solicitation of proxies?

The cost of preparing the Notice of Annual Meeting of Stockholders, this Proxy Statement, the Notice of Internet Availability and the form of
proxy, the cost of making such materials available on the Internet and the cost of soliciting proxies will be paid by Sabra. In addition to solicitation
by mail, certain officers, regular employees and directors of Sabra, without receiving any additional compensation, may solicit proxies personally or
by telephone. Sabrawill request brokerage houses, banks and other custodians or nominees holding stock in their names for othersto forward
proxy materialsto their customers or principals who are the beneficial owners of shares of our common stock and will reimburse them for their
expenses in doing so.

These individuals generally possess extraordinary
leadership qualities and the ability to identify and develop those qualitiesin others. They demonstrate a practical understanding of organizations,
processes, strategy, risk management and the methods to drive change and growth.

*  Finance experience. The Board of Directors believes that an understanding of finance and financial reporting processesisimportant for its
directors and therefore it seeks directors who are financially knowledgeable. Sabra measures its operating and strategic performance primarily by
reference to financial targets. In addition, accurate financial reporting and robust auditing are critical to Sabra's success.

* Industry experience. Sabra seeks directors with experience as executives or directors or in other leadership positionsin theindustriesin which it
operates.

Corporate Governance Guidelines

The Board of Directors has adopted Corporate Governance Guidelines, which provide the framework for the governance of our company and
represent the Board's current views with respect to selected corporate governance issues considered to be of significance to our stockholders. The
Corporate Governance Guidelines direct our Board's actions with respect to, among other things, Board composition and director qualifications, selection of
the Chairman of the Board and the L ead Independent Director, composition of the Board' s standing committees, stockholder communications with the
Board, succession planning and the Board's annual performance evaluation. A current copy of the Corporate Governance Guidelinesis posted in the About
Sabra—Governance Documents section of our website at www.sabrahealth.com.

Director Independence

Our Corporate Governance Guidelines require that a substantial majority of our Board of Directors qualify as“independent directors’ under
applicable rules of the NASDAQ Stock Market LLC (the“NASDAQ rules’) and the rules and regulations of the SEC. In considering the independence of
each director, the Board of Directors reviews information provided by each director and considers whether any director has a relationship that would
interfere with the director’ s exercise of independent judgment in carrying out his responsibilities as adirector. Our Board of Directors has affirmatively
determined that none of Messrs. Barbarosh, Ettl, Foster or Walters has arelationship that, in the opinion of the Board of Directors, would interfere with the
director’s exercise of independent judgment in carrying out hisresponsibilities as adirector and that each such director is an independent director under the
NASDAQ and SEC rules. Mr. Matros does not qualify as an independent director because heis employed as our President and Chief Executive Officer.

Committees of the Board of Directors

The standing committees of our Board of Directorsinclude: Audit, Compensation, and Nominating and Governance. The members of these
standing committees are appointed by and serve at the discretion of the Board of Directors. Current copies of the chartersfor each of these committees are
posted in the About Sabra—Governance Documents section of our website at www.sabrahealth.com.

Our Chief Executive Officer and Secretary regularly attend meetings of our Board committees when they are not in executive session and report on
matters that are not addressed by other officers. In addition, our directors are encouraged to communicate directly with members of management regarding
matters of interest, including matters related to risk, at timeswhen meetings are not being held.

Audit Committee

The Audit Committee consists of Mr. Barbarosh (Chair), Mr. Foster and Mr. Walters. The Board of Directors has determined that each member of
the Audit Committeeisan “independent director” under the NASDAQ rules. In addition, each member of the Audit Committeeisalso “independent” under
Rule 10A-3 under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the “ Exchange Act”), and satisfies the additional financial literacy requirements of the
NASDAQ rules. The Board has designated one member of the Audit Committee, Mr. Foster, as an “audit committee financial expert” as defined by SEC
rules. Mr. Foster’s biography is set forth above.

The Audit Committee isresponsible for overseeing Sabra's accounting and financial reporting processes and the audit of Sabra’sfinancial
statements, including the integrity of Sabra'sfinancial statements, the qualifications and independence of Sabra’s independent registered public accounting
firm and the performance of Sabra'sindependent registered public accounting firm and internal auditors. Among other things, the Audit Committeeis
responsible for the appointment, compensation and retention of Sabra’s independent registered public accounting firm; pre-approval of all audit and non-
audit servicesto be performed by the independent registered public accounting firm; review of Sabra sinternal controlsand disclosure controls and
procedures; oversight of Sabra’sinternal audit function; oversight of Sabra'slegal and regulatory compliance and risk assessment and risk management
policies; and review and approval of any related party transactions. The Audit Committeeis also responsible for preparing the Audit Committee Report
included in this Proxy Statement. In performing its responsibilities, the Audit Committee meets regularly with management, Sabra' s independent registered
public accounting firm and Sabra’sinternal auditors.
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Compensation Committee

The Compensation Committee consists of Mr. Ettl (Chair), Mr. Barbarosh and Mr. Walters. The Board of Directors has determined that each
member of the Compensation Committee is an “independent director” under the NASDAQ rules. In making the determination regarding the independence of
each member of the Compensation Committee, the Board of Directors considered whether the director has arelationship with Sabra that is material to the
director’s ability to be independent from management in connection with the duties of amember of the Compensation Committee.

The Compensation Committee oversees and determines the compensation of Sabra’s Chief Executive Officer and other executive officers, including
salaries, bonuses and awards of equity-based compensation, approves all employment and severance agreements for executive officers, makes
recommendations to the Board with respect to the adoption or amendment of incentive compensation plans and stock-based benefit plans, administers
Sabra's stock-based benefit plans and makes recommendations to the Board of Directors concerning the compensation of directors. The Compensation
Committeeis also responsible for reviewing the Compensation Discussion and Analysisincluded in this Proxy Statement and for preparing the
Compensation Committee Report included in this Proxy Statement.

The Compensation Committee is solely responsible for making the final decisions on compensation for Sabra’s executive officers. However, the
Compensation Committee takes into account recommendations of Sabra's Chief Executive Officer in determining the compensation (including stock awards)
of executive officers other than the Chief Executive Officer. Otherwise, Sabra’s officers do not have any role in determining the form or amount of
compensation paid to the executive officers of Sabra. In addition, the Compensation Committee retains the power to appoint and del egate mattersto a
subcommittee comprised of at least one member of the Compensation Committee, except that the Compensation Committee may not delegateto a
subcommittee any power or authority required by any law, regulation or listing standard to be exercised by the Compensation Committee asawhole. The
Compensation Committee does not currently intend to delegate any of its responsibilities to a subcommittee.

Pursuant to its charter, the Compensation Committee is authorized to retain compensation consultants to assist in the evaluation of compensation
to Sabra’'s executive officers. Asfurther described under “ Executive Compensation—Compensation Discussion and Analysis’ below, since our becoming a
separate publicly traded company following the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger (as defined in “ Executive Compensation—Compensation
Discussion and Analysis—Introduction”), the Compensation Committee has retained Frederic W. Cook & Company, Inc. (“FWC”) asits independent
compensation consultant to assist the Compensation Committee with the design and structure of our executive compensation program and the amounts
payable thereunder. The Compensation Committee is directly responsible for the appointment, compensation and oversight of FWC'swork, and does not
believe FWC'swork has raised any conflict of interest. FWC reports only to the Compensation Committee and does not perform services for us, except for
executive compensation-related services on behalf of, and asinstructed by, the Compensation Committee. All compensation decisions were made solely by
our Compensation Committee.

Nominating and Gover nance Committee

The Nominating and Governance Committee consists of Mr. Ettl (Chair), Mr. Foster and Mr. Walters. The Board of Directors has determined that
each member of the Nominating and Governance Committee is an “independent director” under NASDAQ rules.

Asfurther described below under “—Director Nomination Process,” the Nominating and Governance Committee assists our Board of Directorsin
identifying individuals qualified to become Board members and selecting the director nominees for each annual meeting of stockholders. The Nominating
and Governance Committee also makes recommendations to the Board of Directors concerning the structure and operations of the Board and its committees
and is responsible for overseeing the Corporate Governance Guidelines, for devel oping and recommending to the Board of Directors any changesto the
Corporate Governance Guidelines, for overseeing new director orientation and director continuing education and for receiving reports annually from the
Chief Executive Officer concerning senior management devel opment and succession plans.

M eetings and Attendance
During 2013, there were eight meetings of the Board of Directors, five meetings of the Audit Committee, four meetings of the Compensation

Committee and two meetings of the Nominating and Governance Committee. Each of our directors attended at |east 75% of the aggregate meetings of the
Board and the committees of the Board on which he served during 2013. In addition, the independent
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directors meet regularly in executive session without the presence of management. Mr. Foster, who has been designated by our Board of Directors as L ead
Independent Director, chairs these executive sessions of the independent directors.

Our Board of Directors encourages each director to attend the annual meeting of stockholders. All of our directors attended the 2013 annual
meeting of stockholdersin person or by telephone.

Board L eader ship Structure

Our Corporate Governance Guidelines provides that the Board is free to make its choice for Chairman and Chief Executive Officer in any way that
the Board of Directors considers best for Sabra at agiven point in time. Accordingly, the Chairman and Chief Executive Officer positions may befilled by
oneindividual or by two different individuals. The Board believes that the most effective |eadership structure for Sabraat thistimeisfor Mr. Matros to
serve as both our Chairman and Chief Executive Officer, in concert with an independent director serving as our Lead Independent Director.

Our Board of Directors believesthat Mr. Matros, our Chief Executive Officer, is best suited to serve as our Chairman because he is the director
most familiar with Sabra s business and industry and most capable of identifying strategic priorities. In the Board's view, combining the roles of Chairman
and Chief Executive Officer facilitates the flow of information between management and the Board, and hel ps assure that the strategies adopted by the
Board will be best positioned for execution by management.

To promote the independence of the Board and appropriate oversight of management and to demonstrate our commitment to strong corporate
governance, the Board of Directors designates annually an independent, non-employee director to serve as our Lead Independent Director. As noted
above, our Board of Directors has currently designated Mr. Foster to serve as our Lead Independent Director. The Lead Independent Director helpsto
facilitate free and open discussion and communication among the independent directors of the Board. The duties of the Lead Independent Director include
chairing all meetings of the independent directors when they meet in executive session and chairing all meetings of the full Board in the absence of the
Chairman; representing the Board in meetings with third parties, as appropriate; and working with the Chairman to finalize information provided to the
Board, meeting agendas and meeting schedules. The Lead Independent Director also sets the agenda for the meetings held in executive session, and
discusses issues that arise from these meetings with the Chief Executive Officer. The non-employee members of the Board meet in executive session during
each regularly scheduled Board meeting and during special meetings of the Board as appropriate.

Risk Oversight

One of the principal functions of our Board of Directorsisto provide oversight concerning the assessment and management of risk related to our
business. The Board of Directorsisinvolved in risk oversight through approval authority with respect to fundamental financial and business strategies and
major corporate activities, including material acquisitions and financings, aswell as through its oversight of management and the committees of the Board of
Directors. Management isresponsible for identifying the material risks facing Sabra, implementing appropriate risk management strategies and ensuring that
information with respect to material risksis shared with the Board of Directors or the appropriate Board committee. In connection with this responsibility,
members of management provide regular reports to the Board of Directors regarding business operations and strategic planning, financial planning and
budgeting and regulatory matters, including any material risk to Sabrarelating to such matters.

The Board of Directors has del egated oversight for specific areas of risk exposure to committees of the Board of Directors as follows:

*  TheAudit Committeeis responsible for periodically discussing Sabra' s overall risk assessment and risk management policies with
management, our internal auditors and our independent registered public accounting firm as well as Sabra' s plans to monitor, control and
minimize any risk exposure. The Audit Committee is also responsible for primary risk oversight related to our financial reporting, accounting
and internal controls and oversees risks related to our compliance with legal and regul atory requirements.

*  The Compensation Committee oversees, among other things, the assessment and management of risksrelated to Sabra’s compensation plans,
policies and overall philosophy and equity-based incentive plans.

*  The Nominating and Governance Committee oversees the assessment and management of risks related to our governance structure, including
our Board leadership structure and management succession.
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At each regular meeting of our Board of Directors, the chairperson of each committee reportsto the full Board regarding the matters reported and
discussed at any committee meetings, including any matters relating to risk assessment or risk management. Our Chief Executive Officer, Chief Financial
Officer and outside legal counsel regularly attend meetings of these committees when they are not in executive session, and often report on matters that
may not be otherwise addressed at these meetings. In addition, our directors are encouraged to communicate directly with members of management
regarding matters of interest, including mattersrelated to risk, at times when meetings are not being held.

Our Board of Directors believes that the processes it has established to administer the Board’srisk oversight function would be effective under a
variety of leadership frameworks and therefore do not have amaterial effect on Sabra' s |eadership structure described under “—Board Leadership
Structure” above.

Compensation Risk Assessment

Consistent with the Compensation Committee's responsibilities described above, the Compensation Committee takes risk into consideration when
reviewing and approving executive compensation, including when it approved our executive compensation program. The Compensation Committee has
concluded that the current executive compensation program does not encourage inappropriate or excessive risk-taking. In making its determination, the
Compensation Committee noted that each Named Executive Officer’s direct compensation under our executive compensation program consists primarily of a
fixed base salary, an annual incentive bonus opportunity and long-term equity incentive awards. Annual incentive bonuses are balanced with long-term
equity incentives, use different performance targets, and are payable in shares of our common stock at the election of each Named Executive Officer. Long
term incentive awards granted under our long-term equity award program are generally subject to a multi-year vesting schedule and performance conditions
that are not solely dependent on stock price.

Director Nomination Process
I dentifying and Evaluating Director Nominee Candidates

Inidentifying, evaluating and selecting potential director nominees for election at each annual meeting of stockholders and nominees for directors
to be appointed by the Board of Directorsto fill vacancies and newly created directorships, the Nominating and Governance Committee will consider as
potential director nominees candidates recommended by various sources, including any member of the Board, any stockholder of Sabra, senior management
or an outside search firm engaged by the Nominating and Governance Committeeif determined appropriate. All potential director nominees, other than
potential incumbent director nominees, will beinitially reviewed by the Chairman of the Nominating and Governance Committee or, in the Chairman’s
absence, any other member of the committee delegated to initially review director candidates. If it is determined appropriate to proceed, a prospective
director candidate may be interviewed by one or more of the other members of the Nominating and Governance Committee, other members of the Board of
Directors and by the Chief Executive Officer. The Nominating and Governance Committee will provide informal progress updates to the Board of Directors
and will meet to consider and recommend any final director candidates to the full Board of Directors. The Board of Directorsisresponsible for determining
thefinal director candidates to be nominated for election at each annual meeting of stockholders and for appointing directorsto fill vacancies on the Board.

The Nominating and Governance Committee considers all potential director nominees without regard to race, color, religion, gender, ancestry,
national origin or disability. In considering whether to nominate a potential director candidate for election to the Board of Directors, the Nominating and
Governance Committee considers whether the director candidate would meet the definition of independence required by NASDAQ rules and applicable
rules and regulations of the SEC. As set forth in Sabra's Corporate Governance Guidelines, the Nominating and Governance Committee also seeks to elect
directorswho: (i) are of high character and integrity; (ii) are accomplished in their respectivefields; (iii) have relevant expertise and experience, and are able
to offer advice and guidance to management based on that expertise and experience; (iv) have sufficient time available to devote to Sabra' s affairs; (v) will
represent the long-term interests of Sabra's stockholders as awhole; and (vi) are not age 80 or older at the time of election. In addition, while the Board does
not have aformal policy for the consideration of diversity inidentifying nominees for director, as provided in Sabra's Corporate Governance Guidelines, the
Nominating and Governance Committee seeks to elect directors that will collectively represent adiversity of backgrounds and experiences. On an annual
basis, as part of the performance evaluation of the Board of Directors, the Nominating and Governance Committee seeks feedback from members of the
Board of Directors concerning whether the overall mix and diversity of Board membersis appropriate for our company.
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Stockholder Recommendations

Asdescribed above, the Nominating and Governance Committee will consider director candidates recommended by stockholders. Properly
communicated stockholder recommendations will be considered in the same manner as recommendations received from other sources. To be properly
communicated, stockholders desiring to recommend candidates for nomination or election to the Board of Directors should submit their recommendationsin
writing to the attention of the Secretary, Sabra Health Care REIT, Inc., 18500 VVon Karman Avenue, Suite 550, Irvine, California 92612, together with the
following information: (i) all information about the stockholder and the candidate that would be required pursuant to Article 1, Section 11 of our Bylaws if
the stockholder was nominating the candidate for election to the Board of Directors, (ii) astatement of the proposed director candidate’ s qualifications,
taking into account the principles used by the Nominating and Governance Committee in eval uating possible candidates as described above, (iii) a
statement detailing any relationship between the proposed director candidate and any tenant or competitor of Sabra, and (iv) detailed information about any
relationship or understanding between the recommending stockholder and the director candidate. The Nominating and Governance Committee may request
additional information concerning the director candidate as it deems reasonably necessary to determine the eligibility and qualification of the director
candidate to serve as amember of our Board of Directors. Stockholders who are recommending candidates for consideration by the Board of Directorsin
connection with the next annual meeting of stockholders should submit their written recommendation no later than January 1 of the year of that meeting.

Please note that stockholders who wish to nominate a person for election as adirector in connection with an annual meeting of stockholders (as
opposed to making arecommendation to the Nominating and Governance Committee as described above) must deliver written notice to our Secretary in the
manner described in Article |1, Section 11 of our Bylaws.

Policy on Hedging and Pledging of Sabra Shares

Sabra recognizes that hedging against losses in Sabra securities may disturb the alignment between stockhol ders and executives that Sabra's
Stock Ownership Policy (as described in the “ Executive Compensation—Compensation Discussion and Analysis’ below) and equity awards are intended to
build. Accordingly, our Board has incorporated prohibitions on various hedging activities within Sabra's Insider Trading Policy, which appliesto all
directors, executive officers and employees. The policy prohibits short sales of Sabra common stock and trading in “puts” and “calls’ or other derivative
securities that relate to Sabra common stock. The policy also prohibits hedging or monetization transactions (such as prepaid variable forwards, equity
swaps, collars and exchange funds) that are designed to hedge or offset any decrease in the market value of Sabra securities.

In addition, because amargin call or foreclosure sale may occur at atime when adirector, executive officer or employee is aware of material non-
public information concerning Sabra, directors, executive officers and employees are prohibited from holding Sabra securities in a margin account or
pledging Sabra securities as collateral for aloan. Accordingly, none of our directors or executive officers have pledged any shares of Sabra common stock.

Under our Directors' Compensation Policy effective as of June 21, 2012, each Non-Employee Director is entitled to receive the following as cash
compensation: (1) an annual retainer of $50,000, payablein four equal quarterly installments, and (2) $1,000 for each committee (but not Board of Directors)
meeting attended, with the meeting fee reduced to $500 for tel ephonic meetings lasting |ess than thirty minutes or for in-person meetings which the director
attends other than in person. Any Non-Employee Director serving as Chair of the Board or asthe Lead I ndependent Director and each Chairperson of a
committee of the Board of Directorsis entitled to receive an additional annual retainer, payablein four equal quarterly installments, as follows: $20,000 for
Chair or Lead Independent Director, $12,500 for Audit, and $7,500 each for Compensation and Nominating and Governance. The annual retainer and any
additional retainers are each pro-rated for partial years of service. Effective as of June 24, 2014, the Directors Compensation Policy will be modified to
increase the additional annual retainer payable to the Chairperson of the Audit Committee to $15,000 and to the Chairperson of each of the Compensation
and the Nominating and Governance Committees to $10,000.

The Non-Employee Directors have the right to elect to receive their annual retainers and any additional annual retainersin the form of stock units
in lieu of cash, which units would beissued as of the last day of the quarter in which the retainers relate and the units would be valued as of the award date.
In addition, each of the Non-Employee Directorsis entitled to receive (a) an initial award of restricted stock unitsin connection with the Non-Employee
Director’s appointment to the Board of Directors valued at $20,000 on the date of the award and (b) an annual award of restricted stock units valued at
$40,000 on the date of the award. Each Non-Employee Director’sinitial award vests monthly over two years, is not distributable as shares of our common
stock until the earlier of the fifth anniversary of the grant date, a change in control or the Non-Employee Director’s separation from service from the Board of
Directors, and any unvested restricted stock units shall accelerate and vest in full on the occurrence of a changein control or the Non-Employee Director’'s
death or disability. Each Non-Employee Director’s annual award of restricted stock units generally has the same terms as the
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initial award described above, but will vest over a period of one year (and will in all events become vested in connection with the annual meeting of
stockholders occurring in the year following the date of grant). All stock units are entitled to receive dividend equivalent payments, which are either paid in
cash on acurrent basis or reinvested into additional stock units. Each Non-Employee Director’s annual award of restricted stock unitsis pro-rated for partial
years of service. Effective as of June 24, 2014, the Directors Compensation Policy will be modified to increase the value of the annual award of restricted
stock units (but not theinitial award) to $75,000. We believe this change will bring the equity component of our Directors Compensation Policy in linewith

Stock Owner ship Policy Applicableto Non-Employee Directors

has been deferred count toward satisfaction of the required ownership level, but shares subject to stock options or unvested stock unit awards are not

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EXECUTIVE COMPENSATION
Compensation Discussion and Analysis
Introduction

Sabra became a separate publicly traded company on November 15, 2010, before which we were a subsidiary of Sun Healthcare Group, Inc. (“Old
Sun”). Pursuant to arestructuring plan by Old Sun, Old Sun restructured its business by separating its health care real estate assets and its health care
operating assets into two separate publicly traded companies (the “ Separation”). The Separation occurred by means of a spin-off transaction pursuant to
which Old Sun distributed to its stockholders on a pro rata basis all of the outstanding shares of common stock of SHG Services, Inc., which was renamed
Sun Healthcare Group, Inc. (“Sun™), with Sun continuing the business and operations of Old Sun and its subsidiaries. Immediately following the Separation,
Old Sun merged with and into Sabra, with Sabra surviving the merger (the “REIT Conversion Merger”). Effective November 15, 2010, the Separation and
REIT Conversion Merger were completed and Sabra and Sun began operations as separate companies. Effective December 1, 2012, Sun was acquired by
GenesisHealthCare LLC (“Genesis”).

Following the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger, Old Sun’s Chairman and Chief Executive Officer, Richard K. Matros, became our Chairman,
President and Chief Executive Officer. In addition, two finance professionals with significant experiencein the real estate industry became our other two
executive officers. Harold W. Andrews, Jr., afinance professional with more than 15 years of experience in both the provision of healthcare services and
healthcare real estate, became our Executive Vice President, Chief Financial Officer and Secretary. Talya Nevo-Hacohen, areal estate finance executive with
more than 20 years of experiencein real estate finance, acquisition and development, became our Executive Vice President, Chief Investment Officer and
Treasurer. Messrs. Matros and Andrews and Ms. Nevo-Hacohen are referred to as the Named Executive Officersin this Proxy Statement.

We believe that 2013 was our best year yet since the Separation. The Named Executive Officers successfully implemented our business plan during
2013 and built upon our operating and financial performance results achieved since the Separation, as demonstrated by Sabra’'s substantial achievements
related to diversifying the investment portfolio and raising new capital for continued growth, highlighted bel ow:

*  Weachieved an approximate 20% increase in the trading price of our common stock during the 2013 calendar year.

*  Weachieved atotal stockholder return (measured as stock price appreciation plus dividends paid, and assuming the reinvestment of dividends) of
approximately 27% for the 2013 calendar year. This compares favorably to the total stockholder return of negative 6.28% for the 2013 calendar year
for the SNL US Healthcare REIT Index. This also compares favorably to the average total stockholder return of 8.89% for the 2013 calendar year for
the peer group we use for TSR comparison purposes (described below, but excluding for this purpose those companies with an initial public
offering after January 1, 2013), ranking us at the 90th percentile among that group.

«  Wefurther diversified our investment portfolio by tenant, asset class and geography. We completed $296.8 million of investmentsin 2013 and
committed to an additional $70.6 million. These investmentsinclude real estate investments, preferred equity investments and debt investmentsin
skilled nursing, memory care and senior housing facilities and acute care hospitals. Asaresult of our 2013 investments, our investment portfolio
consisted of 121 real estate properties held for investment, 10 debt investments and two preferred equity investments as of December 31, 2013, as
compared to 119 real estate properties held for investment, one asset held for sale and two mortgage |oan investments as of December 31, 2012 and
86 real estate properties held for investment at the time of the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger.

*  Weimplemented a$100.0 million At-The-Market (ATM) stock offering program with respect to shares of our common stock. The ATM program
alows usto sell shares of our common stock from time to time to provide liquidity on an as-needed and cost efficient basis to match our
investment activities.

*  Wecompleted apublic offering of 5.8 million shares of 7.125% Series A Cumul ative Redeemable Preferred Stock at a price of $25.00 per share,
providing net proceeds of $138.3 million (after underwriting costs and other offering expenses).
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*  We completed an underwritten public offering of $200 million aggregate principal amount of 5.375% senior unsecured notes due in 2023 (the “ 2023
Notes”). The 2023 Notes were sold at par, resulting in net proceeds of $194.6 million (after underwriting costs and other offering expenses).

*  Weredeemed $113.8 million of the $325 million aggregate principal amount outstanding of 8.125% senior unsecured notes (the “ 2018 Notes'),
representing 35% of the aggregate principal amount of the 2018 Notes outstanding. The 2018 Notes were redeemed at a redemption price of
108.125% of the principal amount redeemed, plus accrued and unpaid interest up to the redemption date.

*  Weincreased the borrowing capacity under our amended secured revolving credit facility from $230 million to $375 million, improved pricing terms
and included an accordion feature that allows us to increase the borrowing availability up to $600.0 million.

*  Weachieved funds from operations (“ FFO”) and adjusted funds from operations (* AFFQ") for 2013 of $59.0 million and $57.9 million, respectively,
as compared to $52.3 million and $60.3 million, respectively, for 2012 and $39.4 million and $47.1 million, respectively, for 2011. Our FFO performance
allowed usto set our quarterly dividend at $0.34 per sharein 2013 and increase that dividend to $0.36 per share in the first quarter of 2014.

Please see pages 36 and 37 of Sabra’s Annual Report on Form 10-K for information about FFO and AFFO, including areconciliation of these
measures to net income, the most directly comparable financial measure reported under GAAP.

During 2013, we retained substantially the same executive compensation program that we implemented in late 2010 following the Separation from
Old Sun. We believe the say-on-pay votes at our 2013, 2012 and 2011 annual meetings of stockholders, where stockholders supported our say-on-pay
proposal by 98.3%, 95.3% and 98.5% of the votes cast, respectively, affirm our stockholders’ support for this program. Consistent with our commitment to a
pay-for-performance culture and our objective of aligning the interests of our executive officers with the interests of our stockholders, (1) our long term
incentive award program consists entirely of equity awards, with 2/3 of the grant date val ue of such awards subject to performance vesting conditions
based on our FFO and relative total stockholder return performance, and (2) our annual bonus plan is structured to permit executivesto elect to tie the value
of any annual bonus payment becoming earned to the increase or decrease in the trading price of our common stock over the performance year. Each of our
Named Executive Officers' total compensation for 2013 was lower than it was for 2012, largely because 2012 was a year in which we achieved an approximate
80% increase in the trading price of our common stock, whereas the trading price increased 20% in 2013.

Thisremainder of this section describes our executive compensation program and the material elements of compensation awarded to, earned by or
paid to the Named Executive Officers during 2013.

Compensation Program and Objectives

Our compensation program for executivesisintended to:

+  attract and retain quality executive officers;

* motivate and reward high performance levels;

« aigntheinterests of our executive officers with the interests of our stockholders;

+ enhance FFO and AFFO; and

* inspireteamwork and collaboration among the executives.

Our executive compensation program consists of four material elements: base salaries, annual incentive compensation opportunities, long-term
incentive awards and severance benefits. For the following reasons, we believe our executive compensation program is appropriately structured to

accomplish the objectives noted above:

*  Thetermsof each executive's employment agreement that was entered into in connection with the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger
and continuesin effect, including the base salary and severance benefits provided for in each

agreement, allowed usto attract and assemble a qualified executive team that has successfully led Sabra since the Separation and REIT
Conversion Merger and that we expect will continue to successfully lead Sabra.

*  Thestructure of our long-term equity award program established shortly after the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger motivates our
executives to achieve high performance levels and aligns the interests of the executives with those of our stockholders because the awards are
payable in shares of our common stock that may increase or decrease in value during the performance period. Annual awards that have been
made under the program have been structured so that 2/3 of each executive's grant date award value consists of FFO-based stock units (“ FFO
Units”) and relative total stockholder return-based stock units (“ TSR Units’) where vesting is contingent on both our performance over three
full fiscal years and the executive's continued employment through the last day of the applicable performance period.

+  Thetermsof our annual incentive bonus program established for our 2013 fiscal year incentivized the Named Executive Officers to achieve real
property acquisitions for Sabra’s portfolio that both diversified the portfolio and helped contribute to our strong operational and financial
performance results. Based on an election by the Named Executive Officers, bonuses earned under the bonus program were also tied to the
increase or decrease in the trading price of our common stock during 2013 and were paid in shares of our common stock instead of cash.

Role of the Compensation Committee

Pursuant to its charter, the Compensation Committee of our Board of Directors has the authority to determine the amount of compensation given to
each of the Named Executive Officers. The Compensation Committee approves our executive compensation philosophy and procedures, and is responsible
for administering our equity compensation plans, including approving grants of awards under the plans. The Compensation Committeeis also responsible
for approving employment agreements we may enter into with the Named Executive Officers. In performing its duties, the Compensation Committee is
authorized to consider the recommendations of our Chairman and Chief Executive Officer when determining the compensation of the other Named Executive
Officers.

The elements of our executive compensation program were each approved by the Compensation Committee. None of the Named Executive Officers
isamember of the Compensation Committee or, except for recommendations made by Mr. Matros with respect to the compensation of the other Named
Executive Officers, had any role in determining the compensation of the Named Executive Officers.

Role of the Compensation Consultant

Since our becoming a separate publicly traded company following the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger, the Compensation Committee has
retained FWC asits independent compensation consultant. The Compensation Committee is directly responsible for the appointment, compensation and
oversight of FWC'swork and does not believe FWC'swork has raised any conflict of interest. FWC reports only to the Compensation Committee, and does
not perform services for us, except for executive compensation-related services on behalf of, and asinstructed by, the Compensation Committee.

The cornerstone of Sabra's executive compensation program continues to be the long-term equity award program that was established by the
Compensation Committee shortly after we became a separate publicly traded REIT following the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger. FWC provided
recommendations regarding the structure of the Named Executive Officers' long-term equity award grants, and recommended that each separate annual
equity award grant consist of a mixture of time-based stock units (* Time-Based Units”), FFO Units and TSR Units, as this mixture is consistent with equity
award programs used by other REITs and resultsin the vesting of 2/3 of the targeted grant date value of each executive's annual equity award being
performance-contingent in addition to being contingent on continued employment.

At the end of 2012 and in preparation for making base salary and bonus award decisions for 2013, the Compensation Committee engaged FWC to
conduct alimited independent review of our executive compensation program to provide a competitive reference on pay levels. At the end of 2013 and in
preparation for making 2013 equity award grants and base salary and bonus award decisions for 2014, the Compensation Committee engaged FWC to
conduct amoreinvolved independent review of our executive compensation program to provide a competitive reference on pay levels, structure and
performance alignment, and to confirm that our long-term equity award program was still appropriately structured in order to accomplish our compensation
objectives. FWC analyzed the salaries, target bonus opportunities, target cash compensation opportunities, equity award opportunities and targeted total
direct compensation at similar peer companies (listed below). FWC also advised the Compensation Committee that Sabra' s executive
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compensation program (and in particular our long-term equity award program) was still structured to accomplish our compensation objectives. The
Compensation Committee reviewed the reports prepared by FWC at the end of both 2012 and 2013, and used these reports when determining the amount
and structure of each Named Executive Officer’s 2013 cash base salary, target bonus and equity award grants.

FWC also advised on other aspects of executive compensation as requested by the Compensation Committee during 2013. For example, FWC
provided the Compensation Committee with proposals for an updated group of peer companiesto use for TSR comparison purposes for the TSR Units that
were granted in December 2013. FWC also provided the Compensation Committee with advice regarding the timing of our annual equity awards and advised
that making annual equity awards during the fourth quarter of each calendar year will better allow usto take our performance for the year into account when
determining the level of equity awardsto be granted for that year. Thisin turn, will allow usto most closely match the value of our executive compensation
program with internal performance and shareholder return during the year.

Peer Companies

When determining the amount of each Named Executive Officer's 2013 cash base salary and target bonus award, the Compensation Committee,
with the assistance of FWC, considered the compensation paid by the following peer companies:

Thisisthe same group of peer companies that we have used since we became a separate publicly traded REIT following the Separation and REIT
Conversion Merger, however Cogdell Spencer was removed from the group of peer companies at the end of 2012 due to its acquisition by Ventas. These
peer companies are all publicly traded REITs or companies with significant real estate operations, and several of the peer companies are also publicly traded
health care REI Ts. When determining the amount of each Named Executive Officer’s 2013 equity award grants, we used the same group of peer companies
listed above, and also included Aviv REIT and Healthcare Trust. We believe Aviv REIT is an appropriate peer company because it specializesin the
ownership and triple-net leasing of post-acute and long-term care skilled nursing facilities and, like us, isaso arelatively new public company, asit had its
initial public offering in March of 2013. Similarly, we believe Healthcare Trust is an appropriate peer company becauseit isarelatively new publicly traded
REIT (itsinitial public offering wasin June 2012) that focuses on the ownership of medical office buildings. The Compensation Committee believesthat the
peer companies are a reasonabl e reference point for compensation decisions with respect to the Named Executive Officers based on each peer company’s
similarity to Sabrataking into account their respective businesses, revenues, FFO, number of employees, market capitalization, enterprise value, and the
talent pool for which they compete.

The Role of Stockholder Say-on-Pay Votes

Sabra provides its stockholders with the opportunity to cast an annual non-binding, advisory vote on the compensation of our Named Executive
Officers, which werefer to as a say-on-pay proposal. At our 2013 Annual Meeting of Stockholders, approximately 98.3% of the votes cast supported our
say-on-pay proposal. The Compensation Committee believes this high degree of stockholder support for our 2013 say-on-pay proposal, combined with
similarly high degrees of support for our 2012 and 2011 say-on-pay proposals, affirms stockholders' support of the executive compensation program the
Compensation Committee has implemented since our becoming a separate publicly traded REIT. As discussed in more detail elsewhere in this section, the
compensation program that was voted on by stockholdersin our 2013 say-on-pay proposal continued to apply in 2013 in substantially the same form, asthe
Compensation Committee did not make any fundamental changes to the program for 2013. The Compensation Committee will continue to consider the
outcome of stockholders' votes on our say-on-pay proposals when making future compensation decisions for the Named Executive Officers.
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Material Elements of Compensation

Base Salaries. We pay each Named Executive Officer a base salary to provide each executive with a minimum, fixed level of cash compensation. For
2013, the Compensation Committee did not approve any increase to the cash base salary of Mr. Matros, and approved $25,000 base salary increases for
each of Mr. Andrews and Ms. Nevo-Hacohen.

When determining the amount of each executive's base salary, we generally set the amount at approximately the 75th percentile of the base salaries paid
by our peer companiesto similarly situated executives. Thislevel wasinitially chosen because, except for Mr. Matros, following the Separation and REIT
Conversion Merger, we were required to recruit a new executive team with substantial industry experience and contacts that would be capable of
immediately executing our operating plan. This level has been retained because of the significant effort involved in diversifying our investment portfolio and
raising new capital to continue to grow our business while at the same time reducing our cost of capital. In spite of the 75th percentile salary level, the
substantial majority of each Named Executive Officer's compensation opportunity is performance based, including equity awards with 2/3 of the grant date
value subject to performance vesting conditions and a performance-based annual incentive opportunity.

The base salary established for Mr. Matros exceeds the 75th percentile of the base salaries paid by our peer companiesto their Chief Executive
Officers. Unlike the other Named Executive Officers, Mr. Matros was aformer employee of Old Sun who joined usin connection with the Separation and
REIT Conversion Merger. Prior to joining us, Mr. Matros was paid an annual base salary of $875,000 by Old Sun. Following the Separation and REIT
Conversion Merger, we reduced Mr. Matros's annual base salary to $700,000 in order to establish a base salary that more closely approximated the 75th
percentile of base salaries paid by our peer companies. We did not believe that any additional reduction to Mr. Matros's base salary was appropriate in light
of the significant effort and |eadership involved following the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger to execute our operating plan. Because of the
relative positioning of Mr. Matros's base salary, we did not approve any increase to his cash base salary for 2013, and we have similarly not approved any
increase to his cash base salary for 2014. Instead of increasesto Mr. Matros's fixed cash base salary amount, the Compensation Committee has determined
that any increasesto Mr. Matros's base salary amount for 2013 or 2014 that it may otherwise have determined to be appropriate but for Mr. Matros's current
relative base salary positioning will be taken into account in determining the level of performance-based cash and equity award opportunities provided to
Mr. Matros.

The base salary that was paid to each Named Executive Officer for our 2013 fiscal year isreported in the “ Summary Compensation Table—Fiscal
2011 — Fiscal 2013" below.

2013 Annual Incentive Compensation

Our annual incentive bonus program for 2013 retained substantially the same structure as our 2012 program and continued to permit participants to
elect to tie the value of any bonus payment becoming earned to the increase or decrease in the trading price of our common stock over the course of 2013.
The Named Executive Officers were each entitled to participate in the 2013 bonus program pursuant to the terms of their employment agreements.

Under the terms of the 2013 bonus program, prior to the start of our 2013 fiscal year, each Named Executive Officer was permitted to elect to receive
any bonus payment ultimately becoming earned under the program in a number of shares of our common stock instead of cash. All of the Named Executive
Officers elected to receive payment in shares of our common stock instead of cash in order to increase their ownership of our common stock. In order to
further link the value of any bonus payment earned by the Named Executive Officers to the value of our common stock, the number of shares of stock
becoming payable was based on the closing trading price of ashare of our common stock at the end of 2012. This feature, which denominated the bonusin
shares of our common stock, ensured that the value of any bonus payment ultimately earned by the Named Executive Officerswould increase if the trading
price of our common stock increased following the end of 2012, and would decrease if the trading price of our common stock decreased following the end of
2012. Our bonus program for 2014 retains this same feature where each Named Executive Officer was permitted to elect to receive any bonus payment
ultimately becoming earned in shares of our common stock instead of cash, and all of our Named Executive Officers elected to link the value of their 2014
bonus to the increase or decrease in the trading price of our common stock during 2014.

The target bonus under the 2013 bonus program for Mr. Matros was set at approximately 114% of his cash base salary. This percentage resulted in
atarget bonus of approximately $825,000 for Mr. Matros. The Compensation Committee determined to increase Mr. Matros's target bonus from
approximately 107% of his cash base salary in 2012 to approximately 114% of his cash base salary in 2013 (an increase of approximately $50,000) because,
whileit determined that an increasein Mr. Matros's cash base salary for 2013 was
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not appropriate dueto hisrelative base salary positioning, Mr. Matros's performance merited an increased performance-based compensation opportunity.
The 2013 target bonus for Mr. Andrews and Ms. Nevo-Hacohen was set at 90% of each executive's base salary amount, which was the same target bonus
level in effect for each executive since the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger. Each Named Executive Officer’starget bonus amount was generally set
at alevel so that each executive'stargeted total cash compensation (i.e., cash base salary plus target bonus) was equal to approximately the 75th percentile
of the targeted total cash compensation awarded by our peer companiesto similarly situated executives. Each Named Executive Officer was eligibleto earn a
maximum bonus equal to 175% of the executive' s target bonus amount, while the bonus payable for achieving the threshold performance level was set at
50% of the executive's target bonus amount.

Thefollowing chart shows the amount of each Named Executive Officer’s target and maximum bonus opportunities.

Like 2011 and 2012, bonuses under the 2013 bonus program became earned based on the level of completed real property acquisitions and
investments for Sabra’s portfolio achieved in 2013 (“Investments”). The Compensation Committee sel ected Investments as the performance criteriafor 2013
in conjunction with the separate earnings per share performance requirement described below in order to incentivize the Named Executive Officersto
achieve Investments for Sabra’s portfolio during 2013 that the Compensation Committee believed would both diversify Sabra’'s portfolio and lead to growth
in our operational and financial performance results. We believe growth in our operational and financial performance results will benefit stockholdersin the
form of increased stockholder returns.

For 2013, the target level of Investments was set at $175,000,000, which represented an approximate 75% increase over the target level of
Investments established under our 2012 bonus plan. Achievement of $225,000,000 or greater of Investments was required in order for each Named Executive
Officer to earn his or her maximum bonus opportunity, while achievement of at least $125,000,000 of Investments was required in order for each Named
Executive Officer to earn his or her threshold bonus opportunity. The $125,000,000 threshold bonus target for 2013 represented an approximate 25% increase
over thetarget level of Investments established under our 2012 bonus plan. The Compensation Committee believed that the target level of Investments
would require the Named Executive Officers to successfully execute our business plan during 2013 based on our pipeline and expected investment activity
during the year, while it believed the maximum bonus opportunity was attainable only through exceptional performance relative to plan.

During 2013, Sabra achieved Investmentsin excess of $225,000,000, which resulted in each Named Executive Officer earning his or her maximum
bonus opportunity under the 2013 bonus program. The level of Investments achieved by Sabrain 2013 substantially exceeded our 2012 Investments. As
described above, the maximum bonus earned by Mr. Matros was $1,443,838, and the maximum bonus earned by Mr. Andrews and Ms. Nevo-Hacohen was
$590,625. However, because the amount of each Named Executive Officer’s bonus becoming earned was payable in a number of shares of our common stock
based on the closing trading price of a share of our common stock at the end of 2012, the actual value of the bonus paid to each Named Executive Officer
was higher than the value of the bonus that was ultimately earned. Mr. Matros received atotal of 69,755 shares of our common stock as payment for his
2013 bonus, while Mr. Andrews and Ms. Nevo-Hacohen each received atotal of 28,532 shares of our common stock as a 2013 bonus payment. The number
of shareslisted above that were paid to the Named Executive Officersincludes shares credited as a dividend equivalent payment to account for the
dividends paid on the shares of our common stock paid as a 2013 bonus payment between the beginning of 2013 and the date the 2013 bonuses were paid.
The following chart shows the cash value of each Named Executive Officer’s bonus earned for 2013 and the val ue of the shares of common stock that the
Named Executive Officer actually received as a bonus payment based on the closing trading prices at the end of 2013 and on the date the bonuses were
actually paid.

We believe this chart illustrates the link between the value of the bonus payment actually earned by the Named Executive Officers and the value of
our common stock. The trading price of our common stock increased by approximately 20% from the end of 2012 to the end of 2013 and increased by
approximately an additional 4% from the end of 2013 through the February 11, 2014 payment date. Like our stockholders, the Named Executive Officers
benefited from the increase in the trading price of our common stock during 2013 in the form of bonus payments having a higher payment date value than
they would have had if the bonuses were not linked to the trading price of our common stock. This was the opposite result of 2011, where the payment date
value of the Named Executive Officers' 2011 bonuses was lower than the value the bonuses would have otherwise had if they were not linked to the trading
price of our common stock. We believe thisis consistent with our objective of aligning the interests of our executive officers with the interests of our
stockholders and our commitment to a pay-for-performance culture.

In addition to the performance criteria based on Investments described above, the payment of each Named Executive Officer’s bonus under the
2013 bonus program was al so subject to Sabra’s attainment of a performance condition based on Sabra's earnings per share for the 2013 calendar year. This
earnings per share performance condition was designed to create an additional performance requirement that would help assure the deductibility of the
bonus payments pursuant to Section 162(m) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “ Code”). No bonuses were payabl e to the Named
Executive Officers unless Sabra achieved a minimum earnings per share for the 2013 calendar year equal to $0.50 per share. Sabra achieved this earnings per
share target during the 2013 calendar year.

Beginning in 2014, the Compensation Committee has determined to switch to an FFO-based performance criteriafor the bonus program, whichis
the performance metric used for annual bonus purposes by the majority of our peer companies. The Compensation Committee determined to make this
change becauseit believes that Sabra's successful effortsto grow and diversify its portfolio over the last couple of years have made an Investment-based
metric less critical to the growth of the business than it has been in 2013 and prior years. Although a portion of our long-term equity awards consist of FFO
Units, the FFO target for the annual bonus program will be based on an annual FFO-based target, while the FFO Units granted in any year will have a
different FFO-based target. FFO Units generally become payable based on our performance relative to an FFO-based target for the third calendar year
following the grant date. As aresult, we believe the FFO Units incentivize long-term performance while the annual bonuses incentivize annual performance,
and executives are not rewarded twice for achieving the same FFO results.

The Named Executive Officers' bonuses earned under the 2013 bonus program that were paid in shares of our common stock are reported in the
stock awards column of the “ Summary Compensation Table—Fiscal 2011 — Fiscal 2013” below, and also in the “ Grants of Plan-Based Awards—Fiscal 2013”
table below.

Long-Term Incentives

Structure, Amount and Timing of Annual Equity Awards. The cornerstone of Sabra's executive compensation program continues to be the long-
term equity award program that was established by the Compensation Committee in November 2010 shortly after we became a separate publicly traded
company. Thelong-term equity award program is designed to reward performance — two thirds of the grant date equity award valueis contingent on our
FFO performance and relative TSR performance, and all awards are payable in shares of our common stock that may increase or decrease in value during the
performance period.

Since 2010, we have structured our annual equity awards so that one-third of the total grant date dollar value of each executive's equity awards
was awarded in the form of each of (1) Time-Based Units, (2) FFO Unitsand (3) TSR Units. Asaresult, each executive's annual equity award has consisted
of an approximately equal number of Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units, the terms of which are described in more detail below. Beginning in 2013,
we began converting the total grant date dollar value of the TSR Unitsinto an actual target number of TSR Units using the accounting value of a TSR Unit
as determined under the same Monte Carlo

valuation model that is used for purposes of valuing the TSR Unitsin our financial statements. In prior years, we had converted the total grant date dollar
value of the TSR Unitsinto an actual target number of TSR Units using the closing price of a share of our common stock on the grant date, which isthe
same approach we have used and currently use for the Time-Based Units and FFO Units and is consistent with the accounting val ue of these other awards.
Dueto the different accounting treatment of the TSR Units, we decided to shift to a Monte Carlo based conversion approach so that the grant date award
values of each type of award reported in the “ Grants of Plan-Based Awards—Fiscal 2013" table below are approximately equal (even if this conversion
resultsin the Named Executive Officers receiving adifferent target number of TSR Units than FFO Units and Time-Based Units).

Similar to our approach with base salaries and target bonus amounts, the total grant date dollar value of each Named Executive Officer’s annual
equity award was generally set at alevel so that each executive'stargeted total direct compensation for 2013 (i.e., cash base salary, target bonus and equity
award value) was equal to approximately the 75th percentile of the targeted total direct compensation opportunities awarded by our peer companiesto
similarly situated executives. Thisis consistent with the small executive team, the experience of the team, and the higher than normal degree of performance
risk in the compensation program compared to the peer group companies.

Since 2012, we have adopted a policy of awarding annual equity awards to the Named Executive Officers and our other employeesin the fourth
quarter of each calendar year. We believe that making annual equity awardsin the fourth quarter of each calendar year (instead of during the first quarter of
each calendar year) will better allow usto take our performance for the year into account when determining the level of equity awards to be granted for that
year, aswell as any feedback from stockholders on the say-on-pay proposal for the year.

Time-Based Units: Time-Based Units are included as part of each executive’s long-term equity award to provide an equity incentive linked to the
value realized by our stockholders that becomes earned based on the executive's continued employment with us. Each executive's Time-Based Units
granted in 2013 become vested in equal annual installments over a period of four years, with installments vesting on December 31 in each of 2014, 2015, 2016
and 2017.

FFO Units: FFO Units are included as part of each executive's long-term equity award to motivate them to execute our multi-year operating plan and
increase our FFO performance. Each executive's FFO Units granted in 2013 become vested based on our adjusted normalized FFO performance for the
calendar year 2016 relative to atarget adjusted normalized FFO amount for that year established by the Compensation Committee. Adjusted normalized FFO
is defined for these purposes to mean our FFO for calendar year 2016, adjusted to eliminate the impact of (1) non-recurring items, including without limitation
the write-off of deferred financing fees, contingent consideration adjustments and other similar items as determined by the Compensation Committee, (2)
non-cash compensation expense and cash bonuses payabl e to our officers and employees, (3) transaction costs in connection with investment activity and
capital markets activity, (4) discontinued operations, (5) the purchase or disposition of abusiness or similar extraordinary corporate transaction and (6) any
change in accounting policies or practices. We believe the targeted adjusted normalized FFO level for 2016 is reasonably attainable if we are successful in
executing our operating plan and increasing our FFO performance over the next three years. The decision to use the third calendar year in the performance
period as the performance measurement year isintended to give the executives a period of time to execute on Sabra’s operating plan and grow the business,
and to ensure the earnout is consistent with long-term value creation activities.

100% of each executive' starget number of FFO Units will become vested if we achieve the targeted performance level. If we achieve less than 75%
of the targeted performance level (the threshold level), 0% of each executive'starget number of FFO Units will become vested, while if we achieve 137.5% or
more of the targeted performance level (the maximum level), 250% of each executive's target number of FFO Unitswill become vested. Performance between
the threshold level and the targeted performance level will result in between 0% and 100% of each executive'starget number of FFO Units becoming vested,
with the percentage becoming vested generally decreasing 4% for each 1% decrease in the targeted performance level achieved (e.g., if we achieve 95% of
the targeted performance level, 80% of each executive'starget number of FFO Unitswill become vested). Performance between the targeted performance
level and the maximum level will result in between 100% and 250% of each executive' s target number of FFO Units becoming vested, with the percentage
becoming vested generally increasing 4% for each 1% increase in the targeted performance level achieved. This vesting schedule thus includes both a 4-1
reduction for below-target performance and a4-1 increase for above-target performance so that the upside and downside leverage for the awardsis
symmetrical. For 2013, we increased the maximum payout level from 200% to 250% of target and al so increased the performance level required to achieve the
maximum payout from 125% of the targeted performance level to 137.5% of the targeted performance level. We believe these changes provide the Named
Executive Officers with additional upside leverage to motivate exceptional performance, while remaining consistent with our current 4-1 upside and
downside leverage ratio. The vesting schedule for the FFO Units can beillustrated graphically as follows:

Any FFO Units that become eligible to vest based on our FFO performance are al so subject to a vesting condition based on the executive's
continued employment through the last day of the applicable performance period.

TSR Units: TSR Unitsareincluded as part of each executive's long-term equity award to motivate the executives to increase our stockholders' total
return. The TSR Units granted in 2013 become vested based on our relative total stockholder return over athree-year performance period consisting of
calendar years 2014-2016 measured against the following publicly-traded REITs:

This group of companiesis the same as the group of companies used for our TSR Units awarded at the end of 2012, except that Mission West
Properties and MPG Office Trust were removed, and Aviv REIT, Columbia Property Trust, Cyrusone, Gramercy Property Trust, Granite Real Estate
Investment, Physicians Realty Trust, QTS Realty Trust and Rexford Industrial Realty were added. Mission West Properties and MPG Office Trust were
removed because they were acquired and are no longer independent publicly traded companies. The new publicly traded REITs were added to replace the
companies that were removed and to enhance our peer group used for TSR comparison purposes.

Although there is some overlap, the peer companies that we use for TSR comparison purposes differ from the peer companies described above
under the heading “ Peer Companies.” The TSR comparison peers were selected because they are either healthcare,
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office or industrial REITs. In contrast, the peer companies were selected based on their similarity to Sabra, taking into account their respective businesses,
revenues, FFO, number of employees, market capitalization, enterprise value and the talent pool for which they compete. The Compensation Committee
believesthat the selection criteriafor relative TSR performance comparison can be different than for compensation benchmarking peers because REIT
sectors are affected by similar economic forces (with REIT size playing arelatively small role in shareholder return), while compensation amounts correlate
with both the REIT sector and Sabra's size.

100% of each executive'starget number of TSR Units granted in 2013 will become vested if we achieve atotal stockholder return percentile ranking
at the 70th percentile relative to the applicable TSR peer companies. The 70th percentile was chosen as the target performance level in order to align target
performance with the target value of the awards and of the total targeted compensation opportunity, which, as discussed above, was generally intended to
be determined with reference to approximately the 75th percentile of our peer companies. If our total stockholder return percentile ranking relative to the
applicable TSR peer companiesis less than the 30th percentile (the threshold level), 0% of each executive'starget number of TSR Unitswill become vested,
whileif we achieve atotal stockholder return percentile ranking relative to the applicable TSR peer companies at or above the 95th percentile (the maximum
level), 150% of each executive' starget number of TSR Unitswill become vested. (Although if we achieve a negative absolute total stockholder return over
the performance period, the maximum percentage of each executive' s target number of TSR Units eligible to become vested isin all events capped at 100%,
in recognition that in such event, while our total stockholder return may have exceeded that of our peers, our stockholders have not realized a positive total
stockholder return on an absolute basis for this period.) Performance between the threshold level and the maximum level will result in between 0% and 150%
of each executive'starget number of TSR Units becoming vested, with the vesting schedule including a steeper 2.5-1 percentage reduction for bel ow-target
performance relative to the 2-1 percentage increase for above-target performance to reinforce the significance of the 70th percentile target level. The
selection of athree-year period to measure total stockholder return helps ensure that performance must be achieved and sustained over a period of yearsin
order for the awards to vest. The vesting schedule for the TSR Units can beillustrated graphically asfollows:

Like the FFO Units, any TSR Units becoming eligible to vest based on our relative stockholder return performance are also subject to avesting
condition based on the executive's continued employment through the last day of the applicable performance period.

Section 162(m) Vesting Requirement: In order to help assure deductibility of the Time-Based Units and FFO Units granted to the Named Executive
Officersin 2013 pursuant to Section 162(m) of the Code, these awards are subject to a performance condition before they are eligible to become vested in
accordance with their terms. This performance condition requires us to achieve a minimum earnings per share for the 2014 calendar year equal to $0.53 per
share. If wefail to achieve this earnings per share target, the Time-Based Units and FFO Units will be forfeited without ever becoming eligible to vest.
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Dividend Equivalents: Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units granted under our long-term equity award program entitle the executive to
receive an additional credit of stock units having avalue equal to the amount of the ordinary cash dividends paid on the shares of common stock
underlying the award (e.g., dividend equivalents are reinvested in additional units). Any additional stock units credited as adividend equivalent payment
will not be paid unless they vest and are subject to the same vesting requirements as the stock unit awards to which they relate (including the applicable
performance conditions).

Clawback: Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units granted under our long-term equity award program are each subject to the terms of our new
clawback policy described below.

Payouts of Previously Granted Performance-Based Awards. The performance period applicable to theinitial TSR Unitsand FFO Units granted in
November 2010 following the Separation and REIT Conversion Merger ended on December 31, 2013. For the 2011-2013 TSR Unit performance period, we
achieved atotal stockholder return ranking equal to the 94th percentile, which resulted in a payout of 148.8% of each Named Executive Officer’starget
number of TSR Units (this payout was slightly below the 150% maximum payout for 95th percentile performance). For the 2013 FFO Unit performance period,
the target FFO amount was set at $49,600,000 and we achieved FFO of $59,030,000, which would have resulted in a payout slightly below the maximum
payout of 150% of each Named Executive Officer’starget number of FFO Units. When evaluating FFO performance for purposes of the FFO Unit payout,
the Compensation Committee reviewed Sabra' s FFO achieved for 2013 and determined to make an adjustment to the actual FFO results to eliminate the effect
of aloss on extinguishment of debt realized in 2013 as aresult of the early redemption of $113.8 million of the 2018 Notes. The Compensation Committee
made this adjustment as it believes that the redemption was a favorable capital markets transaction that wasin the best interests of Sabra and its
stockholders. After giving effect to our FFO performance as adjusted, the payout for each Named Executive Officer was equal to 150% of his or her target
number of FFO Units. 50% of the TSR Units and FFO Units becoming payable are subject to an additional one-year time based vesting requirement that will
not lapse until December 31, 2014. In addition, because we achieved at least a 15% increase in the trading price of our common during the 2013 calendar
year, Mr. Matros a so earned a payout of 100% of the special performance-based stock unit awards that were granted to him in 2012 in lieu of increasing his
base salary.

The grant-date fair value of the Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units granted to the Named Executive Officersin 2013 as determined under
the accounting principles used in our financial reporting are reported in the “ Summary Compensation Table—Fiscal 2011 — Fiscal 2013” and the * Grants of
Plan-Based Awards—Fiscal 2013 tables below, and arelated narrative description of the awards isincluded following the “ Grants of Plan-Based Awards—
Fiscal 2013" table.

Severance Benefits

We believe that severance protections, particularly in the context of the uncertainty surrounding any potential change in control transaction, play
avauablerolein attracting and retaining quality executive officers. We provide severance protections to each of the Named Executive Officers pursuant to
their employment agreements and believe that these potential benefits helped us to attract and assemble a qualified executive team. The level of severance
benefits provided to Mr. Matrosis generally similar to the level of severance benefits he was entitled to receive from Old Sun prior to the Separation and
REIT Conversion Merger. The level of severance benefits for the other Named Executive Officers was determined based on their seniority and with reference
to Mr. Matros's severance benefits.

Asdescribed in more detail below under the heading “ Potential Payments Upon Termination or Change in Control,” each of the Named Executive
Officers would be entitled to severance benefitsin the event of atermination of employment by us without “good cause” or by the executive for “good
reason” (asthose terms are defined in each executive's employment agreement). We do not believe that the Named Executive Officers should be entitled to
receive their cash severance benefits merely because a change in control transaction occurs, and a change in control does not, in and of itself, entitle any
Named Executive Officer to receive severance benefits (i.e., these severance benefits are “ double-trigger” benefits).

We offer these increased benefitsin order to
encourage our Named Executive Officersto remain employed with us, and focus on the creation of value for stockholders, during an important time when
their prospects for continued employment following a change in control transaction may be uncertain. No Named Executive Officer is entitled to receive a
“gross-up” or similar payment for any excise taxes that may become payable in connection with achange in control pursuant to Sections 280G and 4999 of
the Code, and, depending on what resultsin the best after-tax benefit for the executive, benefits may be “cut back” instead in such circumstances.
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The terms of Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units granted under our long-term equity award program and other outstanding equity awards
granted by us each provide for accelerated vesting in connection with certain terminations of the Named Executive Officers’ employment with us, including
atermination due to death, disability or atermination by us without good cause or by the executive for good reason but only if such termination occursin
connection with or following a changein control. Please see the “ Potential Payments Upon Termination or Change in Control” section below for a
discussion of the termination of employment-based vesting provisions of these equity awards.

Stock Ownership Policy Applicable to Executive Officers

Webelieve that in order to align the interests of our executive officers with those of our stockholders, executive officers should have direct
ownership in shares of our common stock. Accordingly, our Board of Directors has adopted a Stock Ownership Policy that requires our Chief Executive
Officer to own shares of our common stock having avalue equal to at least six times his or her annual base salary and each of our other executive officersto
own shares of our common stock having avalue equal to at least two times the executive's annual base salary. Shares subject to stock options and
unvested stock unit awards are not considered owned by the executive for purposes of the policy. The executives covered by the policy must bein
compliance with the ownership levels above by December 31, 2014. Each of the Named Executive Officersis currently in compliance with the required
ownership levels.

Clawback Policy

Our Board of Directors has adopted a compensation recoupment policy whereby in the event of amaterial restatement of Sabra' s financial results
(whether due to mistake, fraud or other misconduct, or any other material noncompliance with applicable financial reporting requirements), the
Compensation Committee is required to review our incentive compensation awards and may, if it determines appropriate after considering all relevant facts
and circumstances, require the reimbursement of the incremental incentive compensation that an executive officer received as aresult of the incorrect
financial results. Time-Based Units, FFO Units, TSR Units and payouts under our bonus program are each subject to the terms of this clawback policy.

Policy with Respect to Section 162(m)

In making its compensation decisions, the Compensation Committee considers the impact of Section 162(m) of the Code. Under Section 162(m),
Sabrais generally precluded from deducting compensation in excess of $1.0 million per year for our Named Executive Officers, unless the payments are made
under qualifying performance-based plans. The Compensation Committee believes that the majority of the compensation of each Named Executive Officer
should be performance-based, and generally designs our incentive programs to comply with Section 162(m). However, whileit is generally the
Compensation Committee’ s intention to maximize the deductibility of compensation paid to the Named Executive Officers, deductibility isonly one among a
number of factors used by the Compensation Committee in ascertaining appropriate levels or modes of compensation. The Compensation Committee
maintains the flexibility to approve compensation for the Named Executive Officers based upon an overall determination of what it believesto bein our best
interests, even if the compensation paid may not be deductible.

Vesting Terms for Time-Based Units. Subject to the executive' s continued employment, each executive's Time-Based Units that were granted in
2013 vest in equal annual installments over a period of four years, with installments vesting on December 31 in each of 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017.

Vesting Terms for FFO Units. Each executive's FFO Units become vested based on our adjusted normalized FFO performance for the calendar year
2016 relative to atarget adjusted normalized FFO amount for that year established by the Compensation Committee. Adjusted normalized FFO is defined for
these purposes to mean our FFO for calendar year 2016, adjusted to eliminate the impact of (1) non-recurring items, including without limitation the write off
of deferred financing fees, contingent consideration adjustments and other similar items as determined by the Compensation Committee, (2) non-cash
compensation expense and cash bonuses payable to our officers and employees, (3) transaction costs in connection with investment activity and capital
markets activity, (4) discontinued operations, (5) the purchase or disposition of abusiness or similar extraordinary corporate transaction and (6) any change
in accounting policies or practices. We believe the targeted adjusted normalized FFO level for 2016 is reasonably attainable if we are successful in executing
our operating plan and increasing our FFO performance over the next three years. 100% of each executive'starget number of FFO Unitswill become vested
if we achieve the targeted performance level. If we achieve less than 75% of the targeted performance level (the threshold level), 0% of each executive's
target number of FFO Unitswill become vested, while if we achieve 137.5% or more of the targeted performance level (the maximum level), 250% of each
executive' starget number of FFO Units will become vested. Performance between the threshold level and the targeted performance level will result in
between 0% and 100% of each executive'starget number of FFO Units becoming vested, with the percentage becoming vested generally decreasing 4% for
each 1% decrease in the targeted performance level achieved (e.g., if we achieve 95% of the targeted performance level, 80% of each executive's target
number of FFO Unitswill become vested). Performance between the targeted performance level and the maximum level will result in between 100% and 250%
of each executive's target number of FFO Units becoming vested, with the percentage becoming vested generally increasing 4% for each 1% increasein the
targeted performance level achieved. Any FFO Units that become eligible to vest based on our FFO performance are al so subject to a vesting condition
based on the executive's continued employment through the last day of the applicable performance period.
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Vesting Terms for TSR Units. Each executive's TSR Units become vested based on our relative total stockholder return over athree-year
performance period measured against agroup of TSR comparison companies. The applicable TSR comparison companies are listed in the “ Compensation
Discussion and Analysis’ above. The performance period for the TSR Units covers calendar years 2014-2016. 100% of each executive's target number of
TSR Unitswill become vested if we achieve atotal stockholder return percentile ranking at the 70th percentile relative to the applicable TSR peer companies.
If our total stockholder return percentile ranking relative to the applicable TSR peer companiesis less than the 30th percentile (the threshold level), 0% of
each executive' starget number of TSR Unitswill become vested, while if we achieve atotal stockholder return percentile ranking relative to the applicable
TSR peer companies at or above the 95th percentile (the maximum level), 150% of each executive'starget number of TSR Unitswill become vested.

Dividend Equivalents. The Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units each entitle the executive to receive an additional credit of stock units
having avalue equal to the amount of the ordinary cash dividends paid on the shares of common stock underlying the award (e.g., dividend equivalents are
reinvested in additional units). Any additional stock units credited as a dividend equivalent payment will in all cases be subject to the same vesting
reguirements applicable to the stock unit awards to which they relate (including the applicable performance conditions).

Section 162(m) Vesting Requirement. In order to help assure deductibility of the Time-Based Units and FFO Units granted in 2013 to the Named
Executive Officers pursuant to Section 162(m) of the Code, these awards are subject to a performance condition before they are eligible to become vested in
accordance with their terms. This performance condition requires us to achieve a minimum earnings per share for the 2014 calendar year equal to $0.53 per
share. If wefail to achieve this earnings per share target, the Time-Based Units and FFO Units will be forfeited without ever becoming eligible to vest.

Clawback. The Time-Based Units, FFO Units and TSR Units are each subject to the terms of our new clawback policy described in the “—

However, the benefits described above may be limited—if any payments under an executive's employment agreement or otherwise trigger the
excise tax imposed by Section 4999 of the Code, payments to the executive will be reduced as provided in the agreement to alevel that does not trigger the
excisetax if thetotal after tax-benefit of such reduction exceedsthetotal after tax-benefit if such reduction is not made.

If aNamed Executive Officer's employment terminates due to his or her death or disability, the executive will be paid any accrued and unpaid bonus
for any prior fiscal year, and a prorated bonus payment for the year in which the termination occurs.

Restrictive Covenants. The employment agreements with the Named Executive Officersinclude each executive' s agreement that he or she will not
disclose any of our confidential information at any time during or after employment. In addition, each executive has agreed that, for a period of two years
following atermination of employment, he or she will not solicit our employees or customers or materially interfere with any of our business relationships.
Each agreement al so includes mutual non-disparagement covenants by the Named Executive Officer and us. If aNamed Executive Officer breaches any of
these restrictive covenants, we may generally cease further payment of the executive's severance benefits and recover any severance benefits that were
paid to the executive before the breach.

ELECTION OF DIRECTORS
(Proposal No. 1)

Nomineesfor Election

The Board of Directorsis currently comprised of five members. Upon the recommendation of the Nominating and Governance Committee, the
Board has nominated Craig A. Barbarosh, Robert A. Ettl, Michael J. Foster, Richard K. Matros and Milton J. Walters for election to the Board. All of our
director nominees are currently directors of Sabra.

In recommending director nominees for selection by the Board, the Nominating and Governance Committee considers anumber of factors, which
are described in more detail above under “ Corporate Governance—Director Nomination Process.” In considering these factors, the Nominating and
Governance Committee and the Board consider the fit of each individual’s skills with those of other directorsto build aboard of directorsthat is effective,
collegial and responsive to the needs of our company.

Each of the nominees for election has consented to be named in this Proxy Statement and to serve asadirector if elected. If any nominee becomes
unable or unwilling for good cause to serve as a director for any reason (which is not anticipated), your proxy may be voted for such other person or
persons as may be determined by the holders of such proxies or for the balance of the nominees, leaving avacancy, unless our Board of Directors chooses
to reduce the number of directors serving on the Board of Directors. Each of the directors who are elected will serve until the next annual meeting of
stockholders and until his successor is elected and qualified.

Majority Voting Standard

Our Bylaws provide for amajority voting standard for the election of directors. Under this majority voting standard, once a quorum has been
established, each director nominee receiving amajority of the votes cast with respect to his or her election (that is, the number of votes cast FOR the
nominee exceeds the number of votes cast AGAINST the nominee) will be elected as a director. The majority voting standard does not apply, however, in a
contested el ection where the number of director nominees exceeds the number of directorsto be elected. In such circumstances, directors will instead be
elected by aplurality of the votes cast, meaning that the persons receiving the highest number of FOR votes, up to the total number of directorsto be
elected at the meeting, will be elected.

In the case of an uncontested election where the number of director nominees does not exceed the number of directorsto be elected, if anominee
who isthen serving as adirector is not elected at the meeting by the requisite majority of the votes cast, under Maryland law, the director would continue to
serve on the Board of Directors asa“holdover director.” To address this holdover issue, asrequired by our Bylaws, each director has submitted an
irrevocable |etter of resignation that becomes effective if the director is not elected by stockholders and the Board of Directors accepts the resignation. If a
director is not elected, the Nominating and Governance Committee will consider the facts and circumstances relating to the election and the resignation and
recommend to the Board of Directors, within 60 days following certification of the election results, whether the resignation should be accepted or rejected or
whether other action should be taken. The Board of Directors must decide whether to accept or reject the resignation within 90 days following certification
of the election results, taking into account the recommendation of the Nominating and Governance Committee, and shall publicly discloseits decision. A
nominee who was not already serving as adirector and is not elected at the meeting by amajority of the votes cast with respect to such director’s election
will not be elected to our Board of Directors.

The election of directors at the Annual Meeting is not contested. Therefore, in accordance with the majority voting standard, director nominees
will be elected at the Annual Meeting by amajority of the votes cast. Stockholders are not permitted to cumulate their shares for the purpose of electing
directors.

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APPROVAL OF AMENDMENTSTO THE SABRA HEALTH CARE REIT, INC.
2009 PERFORMANCE INCENTIVE PLAN
(Proposal No. 2)

General

On April 2, 2014, our Board of Directors provided their approval for usto amend, subject to approval by our stockholders, the Sabra Health Care
REIT, Inc. 2009 Performance Incentive Plan (the “ 2009 Plan”). As of March 12, 2014, only 8,393 shares of common stock remained available for new award
grants under the 2009 Plan. Under applicable listing rules, we may not increase the 2009 Plan share limit without stockholder approval.

Asof March 12, 2014, Sabra had atotal of nine employees. As discussed above in the Compensation Discussion and Analysis section of this
Proxy Statement, the cornerstone of our executive compensation program continues to be our long-term equity award program established under the 2009
Plan. The long-term equity award program is designed to reward performance — two thirds of the grant date equity award value for each participant is
contingent on our FFO performance and relative TSR performance, and all awards are payable in shares of our common stock that may increase or decrease
in value during the performance period. All nine of our employees are eligible to participate in our long-term equity award program under the 2009 Plan aswe
believeit isimportant to align the interests of all of our employees with those of our stockholders. However, because the Named Executive Officers make up
onethird of our nine total employees, the Named Executive Officers (including our Chief Executive Officer) receive agreater percentage of grants under the
2009 Plan than they would if we were not so leanly staffed and had a greater number of total employees (as many of our peer companies do).

At the Annual Meeting, our stockholderswill be asked to approve the following amendments to the existing 2009 Plan:

* Increasein Aggregate ShareLimit. The 2009 Plan currently limits the aggregate number of shares of our common stock that may be delivered
pursuant to awards granted under the 2009 Plan to 2,215,595 shares (which is the sum of 1,733,333 shares available under the 2009 Plan
plus shares subject to stock options, stock appreciation rights, restricted stock and restricted stock unit awards originally granted under
our 2004 Equity Incentive Plan and 2002 Non-Employee Director Equity Incentive Plan that have become available under the 2009 Plan).
The proposed amendments would increase thislimit by an additional 1,625,000 shares so that the new aggregate share limit for the 2009
Plan would be 3,840,595 shares.

* Changein Share Counting Rules. The 2009 Plan currently provides that shares exchanged or withheld by Sabrato satisfy any purchase price
and tax withholding obligations related to “full value awards’ (such asrestricted stock or restricted stock unit awards) granted under
the 2009 Plan are not available for new grants under the 2009 Plan. Under the proposed amendments, such shares would be available for
new grants under the 2009 Plan beginning after December 31, 2013.

*  Extension of Plan Term. The 2009 Plan is currently scheduled to expire on March 26, 2019. The proposed amendments would extend our ability
to grant new awards under the 2009 Plan until April 1, 2024.

+  Extension of Performance-Based Award Feature. One element of the 2009 Plan isthe flexibility to grant certain performance-based awards
designed to satisfy the requirements for deductibility of compensation under Section 162(m) of the U.S. Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
or the Code. These awards are referred to herein as “ performance-based awards” and are in addition to other awards, such as stock
options and stock appreciation rights, expressly authorized under the 2009 Plan that may also qualify as performance-based
compensation for Section 162(m) purposes. If our stockhol ders approve this 2009 Plan proposal, the performance-based award feature
of the 2009 Plan will be extended through the first annual meeting of our stockholders that occursin 2019.

Asof March 12, 2014, there were 1,059,740 shares of common stock subject to outstanding awards granted under the 2009 Plan, and an additional
8,393 shares of common stock were available for new award grants under the 2009 Plan. Of the 1,059,740 shares subject to outstanding awards, 42,857 were
subject to stock options, 233,826 were subject to stock units (other than performance-based stock units) and 783,057 were subject to performance-based
stock units. The number of shares subject to outstanding awards and the number of shares available for new awards reported above both assume that the
783,057 outstanding performance-based stock units are paid out at the maximum performance level and reflect al additional stock units that have been
credited as of March 12, 2014 in respect of dividend equivalent payments (these additional dividend equivalent units are subject to the same time-and
performance-based vesting requirements as the stock unitsto which they relate, and will only become payable if the applicable vesting requirements are
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satisfied). If any of the 783,057 outstanding performance-based stock units are paid out below the maximum level (or fail to become payable at all) based on
our actual performance, the number of shares subject to outstanding awards would decrease and the number of shares available for new awards would
increase by the same amount. The proposed amendments to the 2009 Plan would increase the reserved shares of our common stock under the plan by
1,625,000 shares. Based solely on the closing price of our common stock as reported by NASDAQ on March 12, 2014, the maximum aggregate market value
of the additional 1,625,000 new shares of common stock that could be issued under the 2009 Plan is $44.1 million. All of the share numbers reported in this
paragraph are actual share amounts, and do not give effect to the 1.25 to 1 fungible share counting ratio contained in the 2009 Plan that is described in more
detail below.

The shares we issue under the amended 2009 Plan will be issued out of our authorized but unissued shares.

The long-term equity award program established under the 2009 Plan is designed to reward performance and to align the interests of all of our
employees with those of our stockholders. Our Board of Directors approved the foregoing amendments based on a belief that the number of shares of our
common stock available for new award grants under the 2009 Plan does not give us sufficient authority and flexibility to adequately provide for future
incentives. Our Board of Directors believes that these amendmentswill allow usto continue to grant awards under the 2009 Plan that are payablein shares
of common stock and will give us greater flexibility to structure future incentives.

If our stockholders do not approve this 2009 Plan proposal, the current share limitswill continue in effect, the changes to the other share counting
rules described above that are subject to stockholder approval of this 2009 Plan proposal will not be implemented, and the plan term and performance-based
award feature described above will not be extended.

Summary Description of the 2009 Plan

The principal terms of the 2009 Plan, as proposed to be amended, are summarized below. The following summary is qualified in its entirety by the
full text of the 2009 Plan, as proposed to be amended, which appears as Exhibit A to this Proxy Statement.

Purpose. The purpose of the 2009 Plan is to promote the success of the Company and the interests of our stockholders by providing an additional
means for usto attract, motivate, retain and reward directors, officers, employees and other eligible persons through the grant of awards and incentives for
high levels of individual performance and improved financial performance of the Company. Equity-based awards are also intended to further align the
interests of award recipients and our stockholders.

Administration. Our Board of Directors or one or more committees appointed by our Board of Directors will administer the 2009 Plan. Our Board of
Directors has del egated general administrative authority for the 2009 Plan to the Compensation Committee. A committee may delegate some or all of its
authority with respect to the 2009 Plan to another committee of directors, and certain limited authority to grant awards to employees may be delegated to
one or more officers of the Company. (The appropriate acting body, be it the Board of Directors, a committee within its delegated authority, or an officer
within his or her delegated authority, isreferred to in this proposal asthe “ Administrator.”)

The Administrator has broad authority under the 2009 Plan with respect to award grants including, without limitation, the authority:

*  to select participants and determine the type(s) of award(s) that they are to receive;

+ todetermine the number of sharesthat are to be subject to awards and the terms and conditions of awards, including the price (if any) to be
paid for the shares or the award;

+ tocancel, madify, or waive the Company’s rights with respect to, or modify, discontinue, suspend, or terminate any or all outstanding awards,
subject to any required consents;

* toaccelerate or extend the vesting or exercisability or extend the term of any or all outstanding awards;

* subject to the other provisions of the 2009 Plan, to make certain adjustments to an outstanding award and to authorize the conversion,
succession or substitution of an award; and
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+ toallow the purchase price of an award or shares of the Company’s common stock to be paid in the form of cash, check, or electronic funds
transfer, by the delivery of already-owned shares of the Company’s common stock or by a reduction of the number of shares deliverable
pursuant to the award, by services rendered by the recipient of the award, by notice and third party payment or cashless exercise on
such terms as the Administrator may authorize, or any other form permitted by law.

No Repricing. In no case (except due to an adjustment to reflect a stock split or other event referred to under “ Adjustments” below, or any
repricing that may be approved by stockholders) will the Administrator (1) amend an outstanding stock option or stock appreciation right to reduce the
exercise price or base price of the award, (2) cancel, exchange, or surrender an outstanding stock option or stock appreciation right in exchange for cash or
other awards for the purpose of repricing the award, or (3) cancel, exchange, or surrender an outstanding stock option or stock appreciation right in
exchange for an option or stock appreciation right with an exercise or base price that isless than the exercise or base price of the original award.

Eligibility. Persons eligible to receive awards under the 2009 Plan include officers or employees of the Company or any of its subsidiaries,
directors of the Company, and certain consultants and advisors to the Company or any of its subsidiaries. Currently, our 9 officers and employees
(including all of the Named Executive Officers) and each of our 4 non-employee directors are considered eligible under the 2009 Plan.

Authorized Shares; Limitson Awards.

The current maximum number of shares of our common stock that may be delivered pursuant to awards under the 2009 Plan equals 2,215,595 shares
(whichisthe sum of 1,733,333 shares available under the 2009 Plan plus shares subject to stock options, stock appreciation rights, restricted stock and
restricted stock unit awards originally granted under our 2004 Equity Incentive Plan and 2002 Non-Employee Director Equity Incentive Plan that have
become available under the 2009 Plan).

If stockholders approve this 2009 Plan proposal, the number of shares that may be delivered pursuant to awards under the 2009 Plan will be
increased by an additional 1,625,000 shares, resulting in atotal of 3,840,595 shares available for awards under the 2009 Plan.

Sharesissued in respect of any “full-value award” granted under the 2009 Plan will be counted against the share limit described in the preceding
paragraph as 1.25 shares for every one share actually issued in connection with the award. For example, if the Company granted 100 shares of its common
stock under the 2009 Plan, 125 shares would be charged against the share limit with respect to that award. For this purpose, a“full-value award” generally
means any award granted under the plan other than a stock option or stock appreciation right. Stockholders are not being asked to approve any change to
this 1.25 to 1 fungibleratio as part of the proposed amendments to the 2009 Plan.

Thefollowing other limits are also contained in the 2009 Plan:

. The maximum number of sharesthat may be delivered pursuant to options qualified asincentive stock options granted under the planis
2,000,000 shares.
. The maximum number of shares subject to those options and stock appreciation rights that are granted during any calendar year to any

individual under the plan is 333,333 shares.

. In the case of awards related to shares (and in addition to options and stock appreciation rights that are subject to the limit referred to
above), Performance-Based Awards granted to a participant in any one calendar year will not provide for payment of more than
333,333 shares. Thislimit has not been changed in the amended version of the 2009 Plan.

. In the case of awards payable only in cash and not related to shares, Performance-Based Awards granted to a participant in any one
calendar year will not provide for payment of more than $5,000,000. Thislimit has not been changed in the amended version of
the 2009 Plan.

Following are other rules under the 2009 Plan for counting shares against the applicable share limits of the 2009 Plan:
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*  Except as described in the next bullet point, shares that are subject to or underlie awards that expire or for any reason are cancelled or
terminated, are forfeited, fail to vest, or for any other reason are not paid or delivered under the 2009 Plan will again be available for subsequent
awards under the 2009 Plan.

* Sharesthat are exchanged by a participant or withheld by the Company to pay the exercise price or other purchase price of an award granted
under the 2009 Plan, as well as any shares exchanged or withheld to satisfy the tax withholding obligations related to any such award,
currently are not available for subsequent awards under the 2009 Plan. However, if stockholders approve this 2009 Plan proposal, effective
after December 31, 2013, shares that are exchanged by a participant or withheld by the Company asfull or partial payment in connection with
any award granted under the 2009 Plan that isafull-value award, as well as any shares exchanged by a participant or withheld by the Company
or one of its subsidiaries to satisfy the tax withholding obligations related to any full-value award granted under the 2009 Plan, will be available
for subsequent awards under the 2009 Plan. Any sharesrelated to full-val ue awards becoming avail able pursuant to the preceding sentence
will be added back as 1.25 shares for every 1 share that becomes available if the full value awards originally issued under the 2009 Plan
counted as 1.25 shares for purposes of the 2009 Plan’s share limit. Shares that are exchanged by a participant or withheld by the Company to
pay the exercise price of a stock option or stock appreciation right granted under the 2009 Plan, as well as any shares exchanged or withheld to
satisfy the tax withholding obligations related to any such award, will not be available for subsequent awards under the 2009 Plan.

* Totheextent that an award is settled in cash or aform other than shares, the shares that would have been delivered had there been no such
cash or other settlement will not be counted against the shares available for issuance under the 2009 Plan.

*  Asto stock appreciation rights and stock options granted under the 2009 Plan, to the extent that shares are delivered pursuant to the exercise
of the stock appreciation right or stock option, the number of underlying shares as to which the exercise related shall be counted against the
applicable share limits, as opposed to only counting the shares actually issued. (For purposes of clarity, if such astock appreciation right
relates to 100,000 shares and is exercised at atime when the payment due to the participant is 15,000 shares, 100,000 shares shall be charged
against the applicable share limits with respect to such exercise.)

*  The 2009 Plan generally provides that sharesissued in connection with awards that are granted by or become obligations of the Company
through the assumption of awards (or in substitution for awards) in connection with an acquisition of another company will not count against
the shares available for issuance under the 2009 Plan. The Company may not increase the applicable share limits of the 2009 Plan by
repurchasing shares of common stock on the market (by using cash received through the exercise of stock options or otherwise).

Types of Awards. The 2009 Plan authorizes stock options, stock appreciation rights, restricted stock, stock bonuses, stock units and other forms of
awards granted or denominated in the Company’s common stock or units of the Company’s common stock, as well as cash bonus awards. The 2009 Plan
retains flexibility to offer competitive incentives and to tailor benefits to specific needs and circumstances. Any award may be paid or settled in cash.

A stock optionistheright to purchase shares of the Company’s common stock at afuture date at a specified price per share (the “exercise price”).
The per share exercise price of an option generally may not be less than the fair market value of a share of the Company’s common stock on the date of
grant. The maximum term of an option is seven years from the date of grant. An option may either be an incentive stock option or anonqualified stock
option. Incentive stock option benefits are taxed differently from nonqualified stock options, as described under “ Federal Income Tax Conseguences of
Awards Under the 2009 Plan” below. Incentive stock options are also subject to more restrictive terms and are limited in amount by the Code and the 2009
Plan. Incentive stock options may only be granted to employees of the Company or asubsidiary. The Company’s outstanding options generally may not be
transferred to third parties for value and do not include dividend equivalent rights.

A stock appreciation right is the right to receive payment of an amount equal to the excess of the fair market value of a share of the Company’s
common stock on the date of exercise of the stock appreciation right over the base price of the stock appreciation right. The base price will be established
by the Administrator at the time of grant of the stock appreciation right and generally may not be less than the fair market value of a share of the Company’s
common stock on the date of grant. Stock appreciation rights may be granted in connection with other awards or independently. The maximum term of a
stock appreciation right is seven years from the date of grant.



The other types of awards that may be granted under the 2009 Plan include, without limitation, stock bonuses, restricted stock, performance stock,
stock units, phantom stock, dividend equivalents, or similar rights to purchase or acquire shares, and cash awards. Dividend equivalents represent the value
of the dividends per share paid by us, calculated with reference to the number of sharesthat are subject to any award (other than stock options or stock
appreciation rights), provided that asto any dividend equivalent rights granted in connection with an award granted under the 2009 Plan that is subject to
performance-based vesting requirements, no dividend equivalent payment will be made unless the related performance-based vesting conditions of the
award are satisfied.

Performance-Based Awar ds. The Administrator may grant Performance-Based Awards that are intended to satisfy the requirements of the
performance-based compensation exception under Section 162(m) of the Code. Performance-Based Awards are in addition to any of the other types of
awards that may be granted under the 2009 Plan (including options and stock appreciation rights that may also qualify as performance-based awards for
Section 162(m) purposes). Performance-Based Awards may be in the form of restricted stock, performance stock, stock units, other rights, or cash bonus
opportunities.

The vesting or payment of Performance-Based Awards (other than options or stock appreciation rights) will depend on the absolute or relative
performance of the Company on a consolidated, subsidiary, segment, division, or business unit basis. The Administrator will establish the criterion or
criteriaand target(s) on which performance will be measured. The Administrator must establish criteriaand targets in advance of applicable deadlines under
the Code and while the attainment of the performance targets remains substantially uncertain. The criteriathat the Administrator may use for this purpose
will include one or more of the following: earnings per share; cash flow (which means cash and cash equivalents derived from either net cash flow from
operations or net cash flow from operations, financing and investing activities); stock price; total stockholder return; gross revenue; revenue growth;
operating income (before or after taxes); net earnings (before or after interest, taxes, depreciation and/or amortization); return on equity or on assets or on
net investment; net revenue growth; market share; planning accuracy (as measured by comparing planned results to actual results); net revenue; earnings
before interest, taxes, depreciation, amortization (EBITDA); pre- or after-tax income (before or after allocation of corporate overhead and bonus);
appreciation in and/or maintenance of the price of our common stock or any other publicly-traded securities of the Company; gross profits; economic value-
added models or equivalent metrics; comparisons with various stock market indices; cash flow per share (before or after dividends); return on capital
(including return on total capital or return on invested capital); cash flow return on investment; stockholder equity; strategic partnerships or transactions
financial ratios, including those measuring liquidity, activity, profitability or leverage; cost of capital or assets under management; financing and other
capital raising transactions (including sales of the Company’s equity or debt securities); implementation, completion or attainment of measurable objectives
with respect to acquisitions and divestitures and recruiting and maintaining personnel; funds from operations or adjusted funds from operations (each on
an aggregate or per share basis); or any combination thereof.

The performance measurement period with respect to an award may range from three months to ten years. The terms of the Performance-Based
Award may specify the manner, if any, in which the performance targets will be adjusted to mitigate the unbudgeted impact of material, unusual or
nonrecurring gains and losses, accounting changes or other extraordinary events not foreseen at the time the targets were set unless the Administrator
provides otherwise at the time of establishing the targets.

Performance-Based Awards may be paid in stock or in cash (in either case, subject to the limits described under the heading “ Authorized Shares;
Limitson Awards” above). Before any Performance-Based Award (other than an option or stock appreciation right) is paid, the Administrator must certify
that the performance target or targets have been satisfied. The Administrator has discretion to determine the performance target or targets and any other
restrictions or other limitations of Performance-Based Awards and may reserve discretion to reduce payments bel ow maximum award limits.

Deferrals. The Administrator may provide for the deferred payment of awards, and may determine the other terms applicable to deferrals.

Assumption and Termination of Awards. Generally, and subject to limited exceptions set forth in the 2009 Plan, if the Company dissolves or
undergoes certain corporate transactions such as a merger, business combination, or other reorganization, or asale of substantially all of its assets, all
awards then-outstanding under the 2009 Plan will become fully vested or paid, as applicable, and will terminate or be terminated in such circumstances,
unless the Administrator provides for the assumption, substitution or other continuation of the award. The Administrator also has the discretion to
establish other change in control provisions with respect to awards granted under the 2009 Plan. For example, the Administrator could provide for the
acceleration of vesting or payment of an award in connection with a corporate event that is not described above and provide that any such acceleration
shall be automatic upon the occurrence of any such event.
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Transfer Restrictions. Subject to certain exceptions contained in Section 5.7 of the 2009 Plan, awards under the 2009 Plan generally are not
transferable by the recipient other than by will or the laws of descent and distribution and are generally exercisable, during the recipient’s lifetime, only by
the recipient. Any amounts payable or sharesissuable pursuant to an award generally will be paid only to the recipient or the recipient’s beneficiary or
representative. The Administrator has discretion, however, to establish written conditions and procedures for the transfer of awards to other persons or
entities, provided that such transfers comply with applicable federal and state securities laws and are not made for value (other than nominal consideration,
settlement of marital property rights, or for interestsin an entity in which more than 50% of the voting securities are held by the award recipient or by the
recipient’s family members).

Adjustments. Asis customary in incentive plans of this nature, each share limit and the number and kind of shares available under the 2009 Plan
and any outstanding awards, aswell as the exercise or purchase prices of awards, and performance targets under certain types of performance-based
awards, are subject to adjustment in the event of certain reorganizations, mergers, combinations, recapitalizations, stock splits, stock dividends, or other
similar eventsthat change the number or kind of shares outstanding, and extraordinary dividends or distributions of property to the stockholders.

Tax Withholding. Participants in the 2009 Plan are responsible for the payment of any federal, state or local taxes that we are required by law to
withhold upon any option exercise or vesting of other awards. Subject to approval by the Administrator, participants may elect to have the minimum tax
withholding obligations satisfied by authorizing us to withhold shares of common stock to be issued pursuant to an option exercise or vesting of other
awards, or through the delivery of previously acquired shares owned by the participant.

No Limit on Other Authority. The 2009 Plan does not limit the authority of the Board of Directors or any committee to grant awards or authorize
any other compensation, with or without reference to the Company’s common stock, under any other plan or authority.

Clawback Policy. Awards granted under the 2009 Plan are generally subject to the terms of the Company’s clawback policy described abovein the
Compensation Discussion and Analysis section of this Proxy Statement.

Termination of or Changesto the 2009 Plan. The Board of Directors may amend or terminate the 2009 Plan at any time and in any manner.
Stockholder approval for an amendment will be required only to the extent then required by applicable law or any applicable listing agency or required under
Sections 162, 422 or 424 of the Code to preserve the intended tax consequences of the plan. Unless terminated earlier by the Board of Directors, the
authority to grant new awards under the current version of the 2009 Plan will terminate on March 26, 2019. If stockholders approve this proposal, the
authority to grant new awards under the 2009 Plan will terminate on April 1, 2024. Outstanding awards, as well asthe Administrator’ s authority with respect
thereto, generally will continue following the expiration or termination of the plan. Generally speaking, outstanding awards may be amended by the
Administrator (except for arepricing), but the consent of the award holder isrequired if the amendment (or any plan amendment) materially and adversely
affectsthe holder.

Federal Income Tax Consequences of Awards under the 2009 Plan

The U.S. federal income tax consequences of the 2009 Plan under current federal law, which is subject to change, are summarized in the following
discussion of the general tax principles applicable to the 2009 Plan. This summary is not intended to be exhaustive and, among other considerations, does
not describe the deferred compensation provisions of Section 409A of the Code to the extent an award is subject to and does not satisfy those rules, nor
doesit describe state, local, or international tax consequences.

With respect to nonqualified stock options, the company is generally entitled to deduct and the participant recognizes taxable income in an amount
equal to the difference between the option exercise price and the fair market value of the shares at the time of exercise. With respect to incentive stock
options, the company is generally not entitled to a deduction nor does the participant recognize income at the time of exercise, although the participant may
be subject to the U.S. federal aternative minimum tax.

The current federal income tax consegquences of other awards authorized under the 2009 Plan generally follow certain basic patterns:
nontransferable restricted stock subject to a substantial risk of forfeiture resultsin income recognition equal to the excess of the fair market value over the
price paid (if any) only at the time the restrictions | apse (unless the recipient elects to accel erate recognition as of the date of grant); bonuses, stock
appreciation rights, cash and stock-based performance awards, dividend equivalents, stock units, and other types of awards are generally subject to tax at
the time of payment; and compensation otherwise effectively deferred is taxed
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when paid. In each of the foregoing cases, the company will generally have a corresponding deduction at the time the participant recognizes income.

If an award is accelerated under the 2009 Plan in connection with a*“changein control” (asthistermis used under the Code), the company may not
be permitted to deduct the portion of the compensation attributable to the acceleration (“ parachute payments”) if it exceeds certain threshold limits under
the Code (and certain related excise taxes may be triggered).

Furthermore, as described above, Section 162(m) of the Code generally limits the deductibility of executive compensation paid to certain of our
Named Executive Officersin any oneyear to $1.0 million. As outlined above, an exception to thislimitation applies to qualified “ performance-based
compensation” that satisfies the requirements of the performance-based compensation exception. The Compensation Committee may designate certain
awards under the 2009 Plan as intended to qualify as performance-based compensation for purposes of Code Section 162(m). One of the requirements for
Performance-Based Awards to satisfy the performance-based compensation exception under Code Section 162(m) is that the material terms of the
performance goals under the 2009 Plan must be approved by the Company’s stockholders at |east every five years. As described above, if stockholders
approve this proposal, the Performance-Based Award feature of the 2009 Plan will be extended through the first annual meeting of the Company’s
stockholders that occursin 2019.

Specific Benefitsunder the 2009 Plan

We have not approved any awards that are conditioned upon stockholder approval of the proposed amendments to the 2009 Plan. We are not
currently considering any other specific award grants under the 2009 Plan except for the annual grants of restricted stock units to Non-Employee Directors
described under “Director Compensation” above. Under our Directors Compensation Policy effective as of June 24, 2014, each of our Non-Employee
Directorswill receive an annual award of restricted stock units valued at $75,000 on the date of our Annual Meeting. The actual number of unitswill be
determined based on the market price of our common stock on the date of grant. Assuming, for illustrative purposes only, that the price of the common
stock used for the conversion of the applicable dollar amount set forth above into sharesis $25, the number of units that would be allocated to our four
Non-Employee Directors as agroup pursuant to the annual grant formulais approximately 120,000. This amount represents the aggregate number of shares
that would be subject to the annual grants under the director annual equity grant program for fiscal 2014 through fiscal 2024 (the ten remaining yearsin the
term of the 2009 Plan if our stockholders approve this proposal) based on that assumed stock price. This calculation also assumes that there are no new
eligible directors, there continue to be four eligible directors seated and there are no changes to the awards granted under the Directors' Compensation
Policy after June 24, 2014.

We cannot project the grants that may be made to our officers and employees because such grants are made at the discretion of the Compensation
Committee. If the proposed amendments to the 2009 Plan had been in effect during 2013, we expect that our award grants for 2013 would not have been
different from those actually made in that year under the 2009 Plan. For information regarding stock-based awards granted to our Named Executive Officers
during 2013, see the material under the heading, “ Executive Compensation” above. For information regarding past award grants under the 2009 Plan, seethe
“Aggregate Past Grants Under the 2009 Plan” table below.

We believe the votes cast on our say-on-pay proposals at our 2013, 2012 and 2011 annual meetings of stockholders, where stockhol ders supported
our say-on-pay proposals by 98.3%, 95.3% and 98.5% of the votes cast, respectively, affirm our stockholders' support for this program.

Asdescribed in our Compensation Discussion and Analysis, the cornerstone of Sabra’s executive compensation program continues to be the
long-term equity award program that was established by the Compensation Committee following our becoming a separate publicly traded REIT. Annual
equity awards under the program vest based on performance over three full fiscal years and are payable in shares of our common stock that may increase or
decrease in value during the performance period. The vesting of approximately 2/3 of each Named Executive Officer's grant date annual equity award value
is contingent upon company performance in addition to the vesting being contingent on continued employment. There is no minimum vesting for the
performance-based awards (i.e., al of the awards will be forfeited if minimum performanceis not achieved), and the maximum number of awards that may be
earned based on performanceis capped.

I'n addition to our long-term equity award program, we established an annual incentive bonus program for 2013. Bonuses earned under the program
by the Named Executive Officers were paid in shares of our common stock instead of cash, and were tied to the increase or decrease in the trading price of
our common stock during 2013.

In accordance with the requirements of Section 14A of the Exchange Act and the related rules of the SEC, our Board of Directorswill request your
advisory vote on the following resolution at the Annual Meeting:

1. PURPOSE OF PLAN

The purpose of this Sabra Health Care REIT, Inc. 2009 Performance Incentive Plan (this“Plan”) of SabraHealth Care REIT, Inc., aMaryland
corporation (the “Corporation”), isto promote the success of the Corporation and to increase stockholder value by providing an additional means
through the grant of awardsto attract, motivate, retain and reward selected employees and other eligible persons.

2. ELIGIBILITY

The Administrator (as such term isdefined in Section 3.1) may grant awards under this Plan only to those persons that the Administrator
determinesto be Eligible Persons. An “Eligible Person” isany person who is either: (a) an officer (whether or not adirector) or employee of the
Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries; (b) adirector of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries; or (c) an individual consultant or advisor who
renders or has rendered bona fide services (other than services in connection with the offering or sale of securities of the Corporation or one of its
Subsidiariesin a capital-raising transaction or as a market maker or promoter of securities of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries) to the
Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries and who is selected to participate in this Plan by the Administrator; provided, however, that a person who is
otherwise an Eligible Person under clause (c) above may participatein this Plan only if such participation would not adversely affect either the
Corporation’s eligibility to use Form S-8 to register under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the “ Securities Act”), the offering and sale of
shares issuable under this Plan by the Corporation or the Corporation’s compliance with any other applicable laws. An Eligible Person who has
been granted an award (a“ participant”) may, if otherwise eligible, be granted additional awardsif the Administrator shall so determine. Asused
herein, “ Subsidiary” means any corporation or other entity a majority of whose outstanding voting stock or voting power is beneficially owned
directly or indirectly by the Corporation; and “Board” meansthe Board of Directors of the Corporation.

3. PLANADMINISTRATION

3.1 The Administrator. This Plan shall be administered by and all awards under this Plan shall be authorized by the Administrator. The
“Administrator” meansthe Board or one or more committees appointed by the Board or another committee (within its delegated
authority) to administer all or certain aspects of this Plan. Any such committee shall be comprised solely of one or more directors or such
number of directors as may be required under applicable law. A committee may delegate some or al of its authority to another committee
so constituted. The Board or acommittee comprised solely of directors may also delegate, to the extent permitted by the Maryland General
Corporation Law and any other applicable law, to one or more officers of the Corporation, its powers under this Plan (a) to designate the
officers and employees of the Corporation and its Subsidiaries who will receive grants of awards under this Plan, and (b) to determine the
number of shares subject to, and the other terms and conditions of, such awards.

With respect to awards intended to satisfy the requirements for performance-based compensation under Section 162(m) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “ Code”), this Plan shall be administered by a committee consisting solely of two or more outside
directors (as this requirement is applied under Section 162(m) of the Code); provided, however, that the failure to satisfy such requirement
shall not affect the validity of the action of any committee otherwise duly authorized and acting in the matter. Award grants, and
transactionsin or involving awards, intended to be exempt under Rule 16b-3 under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the
“Exchange Act”), must be duly and timely authorized by the Board or a committee consisting solely of two or more non-employee
directors (asthis requirement is applied under Rule 16b-3 promulgated under the Exchange Act). To the

extent required by any applicable listing agency, this Plan shall be administered by a committee composed entirely of independent
directors (within the meaning of the applicable listing agency).

Powers of the Administrator. Subject to the express provisions of this Plan, the Administrator is authorized and empowered to do al
things necessary or desirable in connection with the authorization of awards and the administration of this Plan (in the case of a
committee or delegation to one or more officers, within the authority delegated to that committee or person(s)), including, without
limitation, the authority to:

(9) adjust the number of shares of Common Stock subject to any award, adjust the price of any or all outstanding awards or
otherwise change previously imposed terms and conditions, in such circumstances as the Administrator may deem appropriate,
in each case subject to Sections 4 and 8.6 (subject to the no repricing provision below);

The Corporation shall at all times reserve anumber of shares of Common
Stock sufficient to cover the Corporation’s obligations and contingent obligationsto deliver shares with respect to awards then
outstanding under this Plan (exclusive of any dividend equivalent obligations to the extent the Corporation has the right to settle such
rightsin cash). No fractional shares shall be delivered under this Plan. The Administrator may pay cashin lieu of any fractional sharesin
settlements of awards under this Plan. No fewer than 100 shares may be purchased on exercise of any award (or, in the case of stock
appreciation or purchase rights, no fewer than 100 rights may be exercised at any one time) unless the total number purchased or exercised
isthetotal number at the time available for purchase or exercise under the award.

Type and Form of Awards. The Administrator shall determine the type or types of award(s) to be made to each selected Eligible Person.
Awards may be granted singly, in combination or in tandem. Awards also may be made in combination or in tandem with, in replacement
of, as alternatives to, or as the payment form for grants or rights under any other employee or compensation plan of the Corporation or
one of its Subsidiaries. The types of awards that may be granted under this Plan are (subject, in each case, to the no repricing provisions
of Section 3.2):

Stock Options. A stock option isthe grant of aright to purchase a specified number of shares of Common Stock during a
specified period as determined by the Administrator. An option may be intended as an incentive stock option within the meaning
of Section 422 of the Code (an “1SO”) or anonqualified stock option (an option not intended to be an I SO). The award agreement
for an option will indicate if the option isintended as an | SO; otherwiseit will be deemed to be a nonqualified stock option. The
maximum term of each option (ISO or nonqualified) shall be seven (7) years. The per share exercise price for each option shall be
not less than 100% of the fair market value of a share of Common Stock on the date of grant of the option. When an optionis
exercised, the exercise price for the shares to be purchased shall be paid in full in cash or such other method permitted by the
Administrator consistent with Section 5.5.

Additional Rules Applicableto | SOs. To the extent that the aggregate fair market value (determined at the time of grant of the
applicable option) of stock with respect to which | SOs first become exercisable by a participant in any calendar year exceeds
$100,000, taking into account both Common Stock subject to 1SOs under this Plan and stock subject to 1SOs under all other plans
of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries (or any parent or predecessor corporation to the extent required by and within the
meaning of Section 422 of the Code and the regulations promulgated thereunder), such options shall be treated as nonqualified
stock options. In reducing the number of options treated as | SOs to meet the $100,000 limit, the most recently granted options
shall be reduced first. To the extent areduction of simultaneously granted optionsis necessary to meet the $100,000 limit, the
Administrator may, in the manner and to the extent permitted by law, designate which shares of Common Stock are to be treated
as shares acquired pursuant to the exercise of an ISO. 1SOs may only be granted to employees of the Corporation or one of its
subsidiaries (for this purpose, the term “subsidiary” is used as defined in Section 424(f) of the Code, which generally requires an
unbroken chain of ownership of at least 50% of the total combined voting power of all classes of stock of each subsidiary in the
chain beginning with the Corporation and ending with the subsidiary in question). There shall beimposed in any award
agreement relating to 1SOs such other terms and conditions as from time to time are required in order that the option be an
“incentive stock option” asthat term is defined in Section 422 of the Code. No I SO may be granted to any person who, at the
time the option is granted, owns (or is deemed to own under Section 424(d) of the Code) shares of outstanding Common Stock
possessing more than 10% of the total combined voting power of all classes of stock of the Corporation, unless the exercise price
of such optionisat least 110% of the fair market value of the stock subject to the option and such option by itstermsis not
exercisable after the expiration of five years from the date such option is granted.

Stock Appreciation Rights. A stock appreciation right or “ SAR” isaright to receive a payment, in cash and/or Common Stock,
equal to the excess of the fair market value of a specified number of shares of Common Stock on the date the SAR is exercised
over the “base price”’ of the award, which base price shall be set forth in the applicable award agreement and shall be not less
than 100% of the fair market value of a share of Common Stock on the date of grant of the SAR. The maximum term of a SAR shall
be seven (7) years.

Other Awards. The other types of awards that may be granted under this Plan include: (a) stock bonuses, restricted stock,
performance stock, stock units, phantom stock, dividend equivalents, or similar rights to purchase or acquire shares, whether at a
fixed or variable price or ratio related to the Common Stock, upon the passage of time, the occurrence of one or more events, or
the satisfaction of performance criteria or other conditions, or any combination thereof; (b) any similar securitieswith avalue
derived from the value of or related to the Common Stock and/or returns thereon; or (c) cash awards. Dividend equivalent rights
may be granted as a separate award or in connection with another award under this Plan; provided, however, that dividend
equivalent rights may not be granted in connection with a stock option or SAR granted under this
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Plan. In addition, any dividends and/or dividend equivalents as to the unvested portion of arestricted stock award that is
subject to performance-based vesting requirements or the unvested portion of astock unit award that is subject to performance-
based vesting requirements will be subject to termination and forfeiture to the same extent as the corresponding portion of the
award to which they relate.

Section 162(m) Performance-Based Awards. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, any of the types of awards listed in Section
5.1.4 above may be, and options and SARs granted to officers and employees (“ Qualifying Options’ and “ Qualifying SARS,”
respectively) typically will be, granted as awards intended to satisfy the requirements for “ performance-based compensation” within the
meaning of Section 162(m) of the Code (“ Performance-Based Awards’). The grant, vesting, exercisability or payment of Performance-
Based Awards may depend (or, in the case of Qualifying Options or Qualifying SARs, may also depend) on the degree of achievement of
one or more performance goalsrelative to a pre-established targeted level or levels using one or more of the Business Criteria set forth
below (on an absolute basis or relative to the performance of other companies or upon comparisons of any of the indicators of
performance relative to other companies) for the Corporation on a consolidated basis or for one or more of the Corporation’s subsidiaries,
segments, divisions or business units, or any combination of the foregoing. Any Qualifying Option or Qualifying SAR shall be subject
only to the requirements of Section 5.2.1 and 5.2.3 in order for such award to satisfy the requirements for “ performance-based
compensation” under Section 162(m) of the Code. Any other Performance-Based Award shall be subject to al of the following provisions
of this Section 5.2.

5.2.1 Class; Administrator. The eligible class of persons for Performance-Based Awards under this Section 5.2 shall be officers and
employees of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries. The Administrator approving Performance-Based Awards or making any
certification required pursuant to Section 5.2.4 must be constituted as provided in Section 3.1 for awards that are intended as
performance-based compensation under Section 162(m) of the Code.

5.2.2  Performance Goals. The specific performance goals for Performance-Based Awards (other than Qualifying Options and
Qualifying SARSs) shall be, on an absolute or relative basis, established based on one or more of the following business criteria
(“Business Criteria”) as selected by the Administrator in its sole discretion: earnings per share; cash flow (which means cash
and cash equivalents derived from either net cash flow from operations or net cash flow from operations, financing and investing
activities); stock price; total stockholder return; gross revenue; revenue growth; operating income (before or after taxes); net
earnings (before or after interest, taxes, depreciation and/or amortization); return on equity or on assets or on net investment; net
revenue growth; market share; planning accuracy (as measured by comparing planned results to actual results); net revenue;
earnings before interest, taxes, depreciation, amortization (EBITDA); pre- or after-tax income (before or after allocation of
corporate overhead and bonus); appreciation in and/or maintenance of the price of the Common Stock or any other publicly-
traded securities of the Corporation; gross profits; economic val ue-added models or equivalent metrics, comparisons with
various stock market indices; cash flow per share (before or after dividends); return on capital (including return on total capital or
return on invested capital); cash flow return on investment; stockholder equity; strategic partnerships or transactions; financial
ratios, including those measuring liquidity, activity, profitability or leverage; cost of capital or assets under management;
financing and other capital raising transactions (including sales of the Corporation’s equity or debt securities); implementation,
completion or attainment of measurabl e objectives with respect to acquisitions and divestitures and recruiting and maintaining
personnel; funds from operations or adjusted funds from operations (each on an aggregate or per share basis); or any
combination thereof. These terms are used as applied under generally accepted accounting principles or in the financial reporting
of the Corporation or of its Subsidiaries. To qualify awards as performance-based under Section 162(m), the applicable Business
Criterion (or Business Criteria, asthe case may be) and specific performance goal or goals (“targets’) must be established and
approved by the Administrator during the first 90 days of the performance period (and, in the case of performance periods of less
than oneyear, in no event after 25% or more of the performance period has elapsed) and while performance relating to such
target(s) remains substantially uncertain within the meaning of Section 162(m) of the Code. The terms of the Performance-Based
Award may specify the manner, if any, in which performance targets shall be adjusted to mitigate the unbudgeted impact of
material, unusual or nonrecurring gains and losses, accounting changes or other extraordinary events not foreseen at the
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time the targets were set unless the Administrator provides otherwise at the time of establishing the targets. The applicable
performance measurement period may not be |ess than three months nor more than 10 years.

5.2.3  Form of Payment; Maximum Performance-Based Award. Grants or awards under this Section 5.2 may be paid in cash or shares
of Common Stock or any combination thereof. Grants of Qualifying Options and Qualifying SARsto any one participant in any
one calendar year shall be subject to the limit set forth in Section 4.2(b). The maximum number of shares of Common Stock which
may be delivered pursuant to Performance-Based Awards (other than Qualifying Options and Qualifying SARs, and other than
cash awards covered by the following sentence) that are granted to any one participant in any one calendar year shall not exceed
333,333 shares (counting such shares on a one for one basis for this purpose), either individually or in the aggregate, subject to
adjustment as provided in Section 7.1. In addition, the aggregate amount of compensation to be paid to any one participant in
respect of all Performance-Based Awards payable only in cash and not related to shares of Common Stock and granted to that
participant in any one calendar year shall not exceed $5,000,000. Awards that are cancelled during the year shall be counted
against these limits to the extent required by Section 162(m) of the Code.

5.2.4  Certification of Payment. Before any Performance-Based Award under this Section 5.2 (other than Qualifying Options and
Qualifying SARs) is paid and to the extent required to qualify the award as performance-based compensation within the meaning
of Section 162(m) of the Code, the Administrator must certify in writing that the performance target(s) and any other material
terms of the Performance-Based Award were in fact timely satisfied.

5.25 Reservation of Discretion. The Administrator will have the discretion to determine the restrictions or other limitations of the
individual awards granted under this Section 5.2 including the authority to reduce awards, payouts or vesting or to pay ho
awards, inits sole discretion, if the Administrator preserves such authority at the time of grant by language to this effect in its
authorizing resolutions or otherwise.

5.2.6  Expiration of Grant Authority. Asrequired pursuant to Section 162(m) of the Code and the regul ations promul gated thereunder,
the Administrator’s authority to grant new awards that are intended to qualify as performance-based compensation within the
meaning of Section 162(m) of the Code (other than Qualifying Options and Qualifying SARs) shall terminate upon the first
meeting of the Corporation’s stockholders that occursin the fifth year following the last year in which the Corporation’s
stockholders most recently approved this Plan, subject to any subsequent extension that may be approved by stockholders.

Award Agreements. Each award shall be evidenced by either (1) awritten award agreement in aform approved by the Administrator and
executed by the Corporation by an officer duly authorized to act on its behalf, or (2) an electronic notice of award grant in aform approved
by the Administrator and recorded by the Corporation (or its designee) in an electronic recordkeeping system used for the purpose of
tracking award grants under this Plan generally (in each case, an “award agreement”), as the Administrator may provide and, in each case
and if required by the Administrator, executed or otherwise electronically accepted by the recipient of the award in such form and manner
asthe Administrator may require. The Administrator may authorize any officer of the Corporation (other than the particular award
recipient) to execute any or all award agreements on behalf of the Corporation. The award agreement shall set forth the material terms and
conditions of the award as established by the Administrator consistent with the express limitations of this Plan.

Deferrals and Settlements. Payment of awards may be in the form of cash, Common Stock, other awards or combinations thereof asthe
Administrator shall determine, and with such restrictions asit may impose. The Administrator may also require or permit participantsto
elect to defer the issuance of shares or the settlement of awards in cash under such rules and procedures as it may establish under this
Plan. The Administrator may also provide that deferred settlements include the payment or crediting of interest or other earnings on the
deferral amounts, or the payment or crediting of dividend equivalents where the deferred amounts are denominated in shares.

Consideration for Common Stock or Awards. The purchase price for any award granted under this Plan or the Common Stock to be
delivered pursuant to an award, as applicable, may be paid by means of any lawful consideration as determined by the Administrator,
including, without limitation, one or a combination of the following methods:

+  cash, check payable to the order of the Corporation, or electronic funds transfer;

* noticeand third party payment in such manner as may be authorized by the Administrator;
+ thedelivery of previously owned shares of Common Stock;

* by areduction in the number of shares otherwise deliverable pursuant to the award; or

»  subject to such procedures as the Administrator may adopt, pursuant to a“cashless exercise” with athird party who provides
financing for the purposes of (or who otherwise facilitates) the purchase or exercise of awards.

In no event shall any shares newly-issued by the Corporation be issued for less than the minimum lawful consideration for such shares or
for consideration other than consideration permitted by applicable state law. Shares of Common Stock used to satisfy the exercise price of
an option shall be valued at their fair market value on the date of exercise. The Corporation will not be obligated to deliver any shares
unless and until it receives full payment of the exercise or purchase price therefor and any related withholding obligations under Section
8.5 and any other conditions to exercise or purchase have been satisfied. Unless otherwise expressly provided in the applicable award
agreement, the Administrator may at any time eliminate or limit a participant’s ability to pay the purchase or exercise price of any award or
shares by any method other than cash payment to the Corporation.

Definition of Fair Market Value. For purposes of this Plan, “fair market value’ shall mean, unless otherwise determined or provided by
the Administrator in the circumstances, the closing price (in regular trading) for a share of Common Stock as furnished by the National
Association of Securities Dealers, Inc. (the “NASD”) through the NASDAQ Global Market Reporting System (the “ Global Market”) for
the datein question or, if no sales of Common Stock were reported by the NASD on the Global Market on that date, the last price (in
regular trading) for a share of Common Stock as furnished by the NASD through the Global Market for the next preceding day on which
sales of Common Stock were reported by the NASD. The Administrator may, however, provide with respect to one or more awards that
the fair market value shall equal thelast price (in regular trading) for a share of Common Stock as furnished by the NASD through the
Global Market on the last trading day preceding the date in question or the average of the high and low trading prices of a share of
Common Stock as furnished by the NASD through the Global Market for the date in question or the most recent trading day. If the
Common Stock is no longer listed or is no longer actively traded on the Global Market as of the applicable date, the fair market value of the
Common Stock shall be the value as reasonably determined by the Administrator for purposes of the award in the circumstances. The
Administrator also may adopt a different methodology for determining fair market value with respect to one or more awards if adifferent
methodol ogy is necessary or advisable to secure any intended favorable tax, legal or other treatment for the particular award(s) (for
example, and without limitation, the Administrator may provide that fair market value for purposes of one or more awards will be based on
an average of closing prices (or the average of high and low daily trading prices) for a specified period preceding the relevant date).

Transfer Restrictions.

5.7.1  Limitationson Exercise and Transfer. Unless otherwise expressly provided in (or pursuant to) this Section 5.7 or required by
applicable law: (8) all awards are non-transferable and shall not be subject in any manner to sale, transfer, anticipation, alienation,
assignment, pledge, encumbrance or charge; (b) awards shall be exercised only by the participant; and (c) amounts payable or
shares issuable pursuant to any award shall be delivered only to (or for the account of) the participant.



5.7.2  Exceptions. The Administrator may permit awards to be exercised by and paid to, or otherwise transferred to, other persons or
entities pursuant to such conditions and procedures, including limitations on subsequent transfers, asthe Administrator may, in
its sole discretion, establish in writing. Any permitted transfer shall be subject to compliance with applicable federal and state
securities laws and shall not be for value (other than nominal consideration, settlement of marital property rights, or for interests
in an entity in which more than 50% of the voting interests are held by the Eligible Person or by the Eligible Person’s family
members).

5.7.3  Further Exceptionsto Limitson Transfer. The exercise and transfer restrictionsin Section 5.7.1 shall not apply to:
@ transfersto the Corporation (for example, in connection with the expiration or termination of the award),

(b) the designation of abeneficiary to receive benefitsin the event of the participant’s death or, if the participant has died, transfers
to or exercise by the participant’s beneficiary, or, in the absence of avalidly designated beneficiary, transfers by will or the laws
of descent and distribution,

(©) subject to any applicable limitations on | SOs, transfers to afamily member (or former family member) pursuant to adomestic
relations order if approved or ratified by the Administrator,

(d) if the participant has suffered a disability, permitted transfers or exercises on behalf of the participant by hisor her legal
representative, or

(e) the authorization by the Administrator of “cashless exercise” procedures with third parties who provide financing for the
purpose of (or who otherwise facilitate) the exercise of awards consistent with applicable laws and the express authorization of
the Administrator.

5.8 I nternational Awards. One or more awards may be granted to Eligible Persons who provide services to the Corporation or one of its
Subsidiaries outside of the United States. Any awards granted to such persons may be granted pursuant to the terms and conditions of
any applicable sub-plans, if any, appended to this Plan and approved by the Administrator.

6. EFFECT OF TERMINATION OF EMPLOYMENT OR SERVICE ON AWARDS

6.1 General. The Administrator shall establish the effect of atermination of employment or service on the rights and benefits under each
award under this Plan and in so doing may make distinctions based upon, inter alia, the cause of termination and type of award. If the
participant is not an employee of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries and provides other servicesto the Corporation or one of its
Subsidiaries, the Administrator shall be the sole judge for purposes of this Plan (unless a contract or the award otherwise provides) of
whether the participant continues to render servicesto the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries and the date, if any, upon which such
services shall be deemed to have terminated.

6.2 Events Not Deemed Terminations of Service. Unless the express policy of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries, or the
Administrator, otherwise provides, the employment relationship shall not be considered terminated in the case of (a) sick leave, (b) military
leave, or (c) any other leave of absence authorized by the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries, or the Administrator; provided that,
unless reemployment upon the expiration of such leave is guaranteed by contract or law or the Administrator otherwise provides, such
leave isfor aperiod of not more than three months. In the case of any employee of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries on an
approved leave of absence, continued vesting of the award while on leave from the employ of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries
may be suspended until the employee returns to service, unless the Administrator otherwise provides or applicable law otherwise
requires. In no event shall an award be exercised after the expiration of the term set forth in the applicable award agreement.

6.3 Effect of Change of Subsidiary Status. For purposes of this Plan and any award, if an entity ceasesto be a Subsidiary of the Corporation

atermination of employment or service shall be deemed to have occurred with respect to each Eligible Person in respect of such
Subsidiary who does not continue as an Eligible Person in respect of the Corporation
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or another Subsidiary that continues as such after giving effect to the transaction or other event giving rise to the change in status.

7. ADJUSTMENTS; ACCELERATION

Adjustments. Subject to Section 7.2, upon (or, as may be necessary to effect the adjustment, immediately prior to): any reclassification,
recapitalization, stock split (including astock split in the form of astock dividend) or reverse stock split; any merger, combination,
consolidation, or other reorganization; any spin-off, split-up, or similar extraordinary dividend distribution in respect of the Common
Stock; or any exchange of Common Stock or other securities of the Corporation, or any similar, unusual or extraordinary corporate
transaction in respect of the Common Stock; then the Administrator shall equitably and proportionately adjust (1) the number and type of
shares of Common Stock (or other securities) that thereafter may be made the subject of awards (including the specific share limits,
maximums and numbers of shares set forth elsewhere in this Plan), (2) the number, amount and type of shares of Common Stock (or other
securities or property) subject to any outstanding awards, (3) the grant, purchase, or exercise price (which term includes the base price of
any SAR or similar right) of any outstanding awards, and/or (4) the securities, cash or other property deliverable upon exercise or payment
of any outstanding awards, in each case to the extent necessary to preserve (but not increase) the level of incentivesintended by this
Plan and the then-outstanding awards.

Unless otherwise expressly provided in the applicable award agreement, upon (or, as may be necessary to effect the adjustment,
immediately prior to) any event or transaction described in the preceding paragraph or asale of all or substantially all of the business or
assets of the Corporation as an entirety, the Administrator shall equitably and proportionately adjust the performance standards
applicable to any then-outstanding performance-based awards to the extent necessary to preserve (but not increase) the level of
incentives intended by this Plan and the then-outstanding performance-based awards.

Itisintended that, if possible, any adjustments contemplated by the preceding two paragraphs be made in a manner that satisfies
applicable U.S. legal, tax (including, without limitation and as applicable in the circumstances, Section 424 of the Code, Section 409A of the
Code and Section 162(m) of the Code) and accounting (so as to not trigger any charge to earnings with respect to such adjustment)
reguirements.

Without limiting the generality of Section 3.3, any good faith determination by the Administrator as to whether an adjustment is required
in the circumstances pursuant to this Section 7.1, and the extent and nature of any such adjustment, shall be conclusive and binding on all
persons.

Corporate Transactions - Assumption and Termination of Awards. Upon the occurrence of any of the following: any merger,
combination, consolidation, or other reorganization in connection with which the Corporation does not survive (or does not survive asa
public company in respect of its Common Stock); any exchange of Common Stock or other securities of the Corporation in connection
with which the Corporation does not survive (or does not survive as a public company in respect of its Common Stock); asale of all or
substantially all the business, stock or assets of the Corporation in connection with which the Corporation does not survive (or does not
survive as a public company in respect of its Common Stock); a dissolution of the Corporation; or any other event in which the
Corporation does not survive (or does not survive as a public company in respect of its Common Stock); then the Administrator may
make provision for a cash payment in settlement of, or for the assumption, substitution or exchange of any or all outstanding share-based
awards or the cash, securities or property deliverable to the holder of any or all outstanding share-based awards, based upon, to the
extent relevant under the circumstances, the distribution or consideration payable to holders of the Common Stock upon or in respect of
such event. Upon the occurrence of any event described in the preceding sentence, then, unless the Administrator has made a provision
for the substitution, assumption, exchange or other continuation or settlement of the award or the award would otherwise continuein
accordance with itstermsin the circumstances: (1) unless otherwise provided in the applicable award agreement, each then-outstanding
option and SAR shall become fully vested, all shares of restricted stock then outstanding shall fully vest free of restrictions, and each
other award granted under this Plan that is then outstanding shall become payable to the holder of such award; and (2) each award shall
terminate upon the related event; provided that the holder of an option or SAR shall be given reasonable advance notice of the impending
termination and areasonabl e opportunity to exercise his or her

outstanding vested options and SARs (after giving effect to any accelerated vesting required in the circumstances) in accordance with
their terms before the termination of such awards (except that in no case shall more than ten days' notice of the impending termination be
required and any accel eration of vesting and any exercise of any portion of an award that is so accelerated may be made contingent upon
the actual occurrence of the event).

Without limiting the preceding paragraph, in connection with any event referred to in the preceding paragraph or any change in control
event defined in any applicable award agreement, the Administrator may, in itsdiscretion, provide for the accelerated vesting of any
award or awards as and to the extent determined by the Administrator in the circumstances.

The Administrator may adopt such valuation methodol ogies for outstanding awards as it deems reasonabl e in the event of a cash or
property settlement and, in the case of options, SARs or similar rights, but without limitation on other methodol ogies, may base such
settlement solely upon the excessif any of the per share amount payable upon or in respect of such event over the exercise or base price
of the award.

In any of the eventsreferred to in this Section 7.2, the Administrator may take such action contemplated by this Section 7.2 prior to such
event (as opposed to on the occurrence of such event) to the extent that the Administrator deems the action necessary to permit the
participant to realize the benefits intended to be conveyed with respect to the underlying shares. Without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, the Administrator may deem an acceleration to occur immediately prior to the applicable event and/or reinstate the original
terms of the award if an event giving rise to an accel eration does not occur.

Without limiting the generality of Section 3.3, any good faith determination by the Administrator pursuant to its authority under this
Section 7.2 shall be conclusive and binding on all persons.

Other Acceleration Rules. The Administrator may override the provisions of Section 7.2 by express provision in the award agreement and
may accord any Eligible Person aright to refuse any accel eration, whether pursuant to the award agreement or otherwise, in such
circumstances as the Administrator may approve. The portion of any I SO accelerated in connection with an event referred to in Section
7.2 (or such other circumstances as may trigger accelerated vesting of the award) shall remain exercisable as an SO only to the extent the
applicable $100,000 limitation on 1SOs is not exceeded.

Compliance with Laws. This Plan, the granting and vesting of awards under this Plan, the offer, issuance and delivery of shares of
Common Stock, and/or the payment of money under this Plan or under awards are subject to compliance with al applicable federal and
state laws, rules and regulations (including but not limited to state and federal securities law and federal margin requirements) and to such
approvals by any listing, regulatory or governmental authority as may, in the opinion of counsel for the Corporation, be necessary or
advisablein connection therewith.

No Rightsto Award. No person shall have any claim or rightsto be granted an award (or additional awards, as the case may be) under
this Plan, subject to any express contractual rights (set forth in adocument other than this Plan) to the contrary.

No Employment/Service Contract. Nothing contained in this Plan (or in any other documents under this Plan or in any award) shall
confer upon any Eligible Person or other participant any right to continue in the employ or other service of the Corporation or one of its
Subsidiaries, constitute any contract or agreement of employment or other service or affect an employee's status as an employee at will,
nor shall interfere in any way with the right of the Corporation or one of its Subsidiaries to change a person’s compensation or other
benefits, or to terminate his or her employment or other service, with or without cause.

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(i) A merger or consolidation of the Corporation with any other corporation, other than amerger or consolidation which would result in the
voting securities of the Corporation outstanding immediately prior thereto continuing to represent (either by remaining outstanding or by
being converted into voting securities of the surviving entity) at least 51% of the combined voting power of the voting securities of the
Corporation or surviving entity outstanding immediately after such merger or consolidation;

(iii) A sale or other disposition by the Corporation of all or substantially all of the Corporation’s assets;

(iv) During any period of two (2) consecutive years (beginning on or after the Effective Date), individuals who at the beginning of such period
constitute the Board and any new director (other than adirector who is arepresentative or nominee of an Acquiring Person) whose
election by the Board or nomination for election by the Corporation’s shareholders was approved by avote of at |east amajority of the
directorsthen still in office who either were directors at the beginning of the period or whose el ection or nomination was previously so
approved, no longer constitute amajority of the Board;

provided, however, in no event shall any acquisition of securities, a change in the composition of the Board or amerger or other consolidation
pursuant to a plan of reorganization under chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code with respect to the Corporation (“ Chapter 11 Plan”), or aliquidation
under the Bankruptcy Code constitute a Change in Control. In addition, notwithstanding Sections 12(d)(i), 12(d)(ii), 12(d)(iii) and 12(d)(iv) hereof, a
Change in Control shall not be deemed to have occurred in the event of asale or conveyance in which the Corporation continues as a holding
company of an entity or entities that conduct the business or businesses formerly conducted by the Corporation, or any transaction undertaken
for the purpose of reincorporating the Corporation under the laws of another jurisdiction, if such transaction does not materially affect the
beneficial ownership of the Corporation’s capital stock.

“Disability” with respect to a participant means that the participant has experienced one of the following: (1) the participant is unableto engagein
any substantial gainful activity by reason of any medically determinable physical or mental impairment that can be expected to result in death or
can be expected to | ast for a continuous period of not less than 12 months, or (2) the participant is, by reason of any medically determinable
physical or mental impairment that can be expected to result in death or can be expected to last for a continuous period of not less than 12 months,
receiving income replacement benefits for a period of not less than three months under an accident and health plan covering employees of the
participant’s employer.

“Good Cause” with respect to a participant means (unless otherwise expressly provided in the applicable agreement setting forth the terms and
conditions of the award, or another applicable contract with the participant that defines such term for purposes of determining the effect that a“for
cause” termination has on the participant’s awards) any one of the following: (A) any criminal conviction of the participant under the laws of the
United States or any state or other political subdivision thereof which, in the good faith determination of the Corporation renders the participant
unsuitable as an employee or officer of the Corporation or any Subsidiary; (B) the participant’s continued failure to substantially perform the duties
reasonably requested by the Corporation and commensurate with the participant’s position and within the participant’s control in such position
(other than any such failure resulting from participant’s incapacity due to the participant’s Disability) after awritten demand for substantial
performanceis delivered to the participant by the Corporation, which demand specifically identifies the manner in which the Corporation believes
that the participant has not substantially performed the participant’s duties, and which performance is not substantially corrected by the
participant within ten (10) days of receipt of such demand; or (C) any material workplace misconduct or willful failure to comply with the
Corporation’s general policies and procedures as they may exist from time to time by the Corporation which, in the good faith determination of the
Corporation, renders the participant unsuitable as an employee or officer of Corporation.

“Good Reason” with respect to a participant means (unless otherwise expressly provided in the applicable agreement setting forth the terms and
conditions of the award, or another applicable contract with the participant that defines such term for purposes of determining the effect that a
“good reason” termination has on the participant’s awards) aresignation of the participant’s employment with the Corporation as aresult of and
within 60 days after the occurrence of any of the following without the participant’s written consent: (A) a meaningful and detrimental reduction in
the participant’s authority, duties or responsibilities, or ameaningful and detrimental change in the participant’s reporting responsibilities, asin
effect immediately prior to the participant’s termination of employment; (B) amaterial reduction in the participant’s annual base salary asin effect
immediately prior to the participant’s delivery of notice to the Corporation stating the basis of the participant’s allegation that
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“Good Reason” exists (the “ Good Reason Notice”), amaterial reduction in the participant’s target annual bonus (expressed as a percentage of base
salary), if any, asin effectimmediately prior to the circumstances described in the Good Reason Notice, or amaterial failure to provide the
participant with any other form of compensation or material employment benefit being provided to the participant immediately prior to the
circumstances described in the Good Reason Notice (excluding however, any reduction in the amount of any annual bonus or the granting or
withholding of incentive compensation (including without limitation options or restricted stock units) but including a material reduction to the
target amount of the bonus as stated above); or (C) arelocation of the participant’s principal place of employment by more than fifty (50) miles (or
the requirement that the participant be based at a different location), provided that such relocation resultsin alonger commute (measured by actual
mileage) for the participant from his or her primary residence to such new location. Notwithstanding the foregoing, for any of the foregoing
circumstances to constitute “ Good Reason” hereunder, (x) the participant must deliver the Good Reason Notice to the Corporation within 30 days
of the date on which the circumstances creating “ Good Reason” have first occurred, (y) such circumstances are not corrected by the Corporation
in amanner that is reasonably satisfactory to the participant (including full retroactive correction with respect to any monetary matter) within 30
days of the Corporation’sreceipt of the Good Reason Notice from the participant and, (z) the participant thereafter resigns his or her employment
within the 60 day time period described above.
